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GoldVisionPro Configuration Instructions

Overview:

GoldVisionPro is a comprehensive, full-featured Enterprise Content/Document
Management system. It is most effective when used by everyone in an organization. In
this way, all information is captured, stored, retrieved and managed in a uniform,
reliable manner. After all, if you can’t find your information, then having it is useless.

Requirements
GoldVisionPro seamlessly integrates FrontRange’s “GoldMine” as its back-end
database [both SQL and non-SQL versions]. GoldMine must be at least minimally
installed and working properly on your system, in order to install and use GoldVisionPro.

Program Location
GoldVisionPro may be installed on a local workstation; however, it is more commonly
installed on a central server, so that it is available to everyone on the network.
Installation is primarily ‘unpacking’ files for storage on the machine, and generally does
not require reconfiguration of any existing settings, or interfere with other programs.
Even for evaluation purposes, it is recommended that the program be installed on the
“central” server/workstation, and evaluated from another workstation on the network.
Then when purchased, minimal local installation is required for all other users on the
network.

File Storage
During the normal operation of the program, GoldVisionPro transfers user files to the

locations [folders] you designate for long-term storage. In order for users to retrieve
files with GoldVisionPro, it is important that this/these primary location(s) are accessible
to all the users on the system. As per the instructions below, these folders should be
created before installing the program, so that their existence is identifiable when
configuring GoldVisionPro.

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Creating a network-accessible path

Depending on the complexity of the network, there are several ways to configure
Network drive paths. These include, for example: simple Windows setups, mapping
files run at startup, Registry entries for running scripts, and Active Directory profile
scripts managed on the server. See your Network Administrator for more details on
your particular circumstance.

For evaluation purposes, a simple mapping can be setup as follows:

Click on “My Computer”.

Select the “Tools-Map Network Drive” menu item.

In the Drive box, select an unused drive letter from the drop-down box (e.g., “X:”)
In the Folder box, select a location from the drop-down list, or browse to a location
that will be used as the “drive”.

Check the checkbox for “Reconnect at Logon”.

The new drive should be visible in the My Computer list of Network Drives. Create
separate subfolders on this drive to store your program and your files [select the drive,
then select File-New-Folder from the menu.]
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Configuring existing GoldMine settings

When GoldVisionPro simply closes without performing a function, it has encountered a
critical malfunction of GoldMine. It seems that invariably this is caused by the GoldMine
SHAREDMEMLOCATION setting not being configured properly. Memory management
is a weakness of GoldMine, and the result often produces this consequence, without
any ability to pass an error message back to the user. That is why we make special note
of it in our README file. While more prevalent when running a DBF version of
GoldMine, even a SQL version may experience similar problems, as GoldMine still uses
BDE to access SQL [versions prior to GM 7, where BDE is no longer used].

It is important to understand how GoldMine loads this setting. Each user actually has a
local Registry setting for the SHAREDMEMLOCATION. It is this Registry setting that is
loaded when the user starts GoldMine, not the centralized setting for the system that is
configured in the BDE Administrator. If the local Registry setting is incorrect, a change
in the central BDE Administrator will not necessarily update the local Registry setting.
Therefore, some users may have the correct setting, while others on the same system
do not.

Depending on how the user has setup GoldMine, their BDE Share may be local [FRS
default install] or central on the network [VAR-assisted proper install]. Generally
speaking, when you run the BDE Administrator and change the
SHAREDMEMLOCATION setting in the cfg file (either centrally or locally), it only
updates the Registry setting for that one workstation. While theoretically GoldMine is
supposed to read that cfg setting into the Registry whenever it starts, that does not
always happen as expected. This occurs particularly if some workstations were installed
to use the central BDE Share, and some are using a local BDE Share. Some are
reading settings from one source, others are reading something else. Nevertheless, the
local Registry setting is what is being loaded. [NOTE: Supposedly GM 6.x is more
reliable than GM 5.x in reading the cfg file on startup every time.]

As of GoldVisionPro v6.7.2, the VzxWorkstationlInstall.exe program can be used
to check/modify the BDE setting in the Registry, and in the BDEINST.INI file.
See the “GoldVisionPro — Installation Instructions” manual for further detail.

Suggestions for troubleshooting:

a) On the workstation experiencing the problem, open GoldMine and go to Help - About
- System and see what the path is set to for the BDE DLL Files. This will let you know
which location this workstation is using for saving cfg settings.

b) While still in GoldMine, go to Tools - BDE Administrator - Configuration - System -
INIT and confirm that the SHAREDMEMLOCATION setting is appropriate [GM 5.x =
7000, GM 6.x = OBDE]. If it needs to be changed, be sure the change is saved on exit.

c) Go to the Registry setting HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SOFTWARE\Borland\Database
Settings\SYSTEM\INIT and confirm that the SHAREDMEMLOCATION setting is
appropriate. If not, change it, and restart GoldMine. Or simply delete the entire Borland
section and restart GoldMine to get it to update to all the current settings of the
designated cfg file.
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This should address a SHAREDMEMLOCATION problem for that workstation, if that is
the underlying issue.
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Configuring System Settings

The GoldVisionPro System Settings are first configured when the program is installed
and the Wizard opens, in Step 2: “Review System Settings”.

The System Settings can also be revisited/revised by a System Administrator after the
program is installed, by logging-in to GoldVisionPro with a UserlID with “Master”
authorization. [When accessing the GoldVisionPro Master Control Panel, additional
menu items are available to users with “Master” authorization.] From the Master Control
Panel menu, select “Program Settings”, then “System Settings”. This will open the
same window that appeared when Step 2: “Review System Settings” was selected in
the Wizard.

Menu Items
File — Reset to GoldMine Options

This menu item is used to extract the settings from the GoldMine program
currently running on this machine. [GoldMine needs to be running.]

File — Import Settings from GVP.INI
This menu item is used to read the settings from an existing configuration file. It
opens a window to Browse to the specific file.

Tools — Set SQL Parameters
This menu item is only available on SQL systems. When selected, a window
appears with the following items:

Driver
For MS SQL Server, this must be “MSDASQL”

Provider
For MS SQL Server, this must be “SQL Server”

Server
This is the machine name of the SQL Server.

Contact Set Database
This is the GM Contact Set SQL database name.

GoldMine Database
This is the GMBASE SQL database name.

SOL Backend Active
This checkbox should be checked.

Tools — Set DBF Parameters
This menu item is only available on DBF systems.

Provider
For a DBF System, this must be “Microsoft.Jet. OLEDB.4.0”

Extended
For a DBF System, this must be “dBase IV”

GoldMine Database
This is the GMBASE directory name.

Contact Set Database
This is the GM Contact Set directory name.

DBF Backend Active
This checkbox should be checked.

GoldMine File Locations

When the Wizard first runs, it extracts these locations from the running GoldMine
program [that is why in the Wizard Step 1 is “Start GoldMine”]. Each of these three
items has a button to the right, which can be used to Browse to the desired location fro
making modifications to these settings.

System Files
This is the path to the GoldMine System Directory for the GoldMine program that will be

accessed during GoldVisionPro processing. [For identification purposes, this is the path
where the GoldMine License.DBF file is located.]

GoldMine Files

This is the path to the GoldMine File Directory. In a SQL installation, this is the SQL
Alias for that location. [For identification purposes, (for DBF) this is the path where the
GoldMine CAL.DBEF file is located.]

Contact Files

This is the GoldMine Common/Contact Directory. In a SQL installation, this is the SQL
Alias for that location. [For identification purposes, (for DBF) this is the path where the
GoldMine Contactl.DBF file is located.]

SQL Settings
These settings only apply to a SQL installation.

SOQL UserlD
This is the UserlD for accessing the SQL database. [see your System Administrator]

SQL Password
This is the Password for accessing the SQL database. [see your System Administrator]

Login Button
Selecting this button will prompt the user for a UserID and Password. When entered,
settings are verified and then saved.
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Close Button
Selecting this button will close the window without saving the settings displayed.
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Configuring Admin Settings

The GoldVisionPro Admin Settings are first configured when the program is installed
and the Wizard opens, in Step 3: “Review Admin Settings”.

The Admin Settings can also be revisited/revised by a System Administrator after the
program is installed, by logging-in to GoldVisionPro with a UserlID with “Master”
authorization. [When accessing the GoldVisionPro Master Control Panel, additional
menu items are available to users with “Master” authorization.] From the Master Control
Panel menu, select “Program Settings”, then “Admin Settings”. This will open the same
window that appeared when Step 3: “Review Admin Settings” was selected in the
Wizard.

Menu Items
File:

Export to GVP.INI
This menu item is used to save the displayed settings to a configuration file.

Import from GVP.INI
This menu item is used to read the settings from an existing configuration file. It
opens a window to Browse to the specific file.

Tools:
Create/Edit Forms File
A legacy component of versions prior to v6.7.2,, this menu item will open a
window for creating/editing an Index Forms List file. [see GoldVisionPro v6
Program Features & Operation.] In v6.7.2, GoldVision introduced Intelli-Entry+
as the preferred format for Indexing Forms, which can be created/edited in the
Link Center through the menu “View | View Item File Contents.”

Create Folder Structure

A component of the VisionPak-Plus Tool Set, this Intelli-Folder item opens a
window to allow Administrators to automatically create a range of new date-
structure folders.

Manage Encoded UserlDs/PWs

Access to this feature requires System Administrator permission, with an
Authorized GoldVisionPro Activation. When accessing an installation where the
current Activation is not authorized for this access, an Administrator will be
prompted to Browse to an Activation file [e.g., on a flash drive] that is authorized
for this access.

This item opens a window for Administrators to create lists of encoded UserIDs
and Passwords, for use with automatically logging into websites to access
records with Alternate Paths re-directed to a web address.
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NOTE: These capabilities are individually activated in the GoldVisionPro Link
Center, by selecting the menu items, “Preferences | Use Alternate Search Path”
and “Preferences | Insert ID and PW in Alt Path”. It is presumed that the website
has incorporated these encoded UserIDs and Passwords in the authentication
process of accessing the website.

Tools

Load UserIDS from GoldMine — populates the grid with all the User
Names and UserIDs available in GoldMine. NOTE: Passwords must be
entered in the grid in the GM Password column for each UserID in order to
be available for encoding. Passwords are not available to be loaded
programmatically from GoldMine.

Encode - performs the encoding of the selected items, or all items, in the
grid display.

Decode - performs the decoding of the selected items, or all items, in the
grid display.

File

Import IDs from File — opens a text file of saved encoded IDs for display.
Copy IDs from Cliboard - paste information copied from the Windows
Clipboard into the grid for display.

Export IDs to File — save all or part of the information displayed in the
grid in a text file.

Copy IDs to Clipboard - copy all or part of the information displayed in
the grid to the Windows Clipboard, for pasting in another location.

Export to GVP.INI button — same as File menu item.
Import from GVP.INI button — same as File menu item.

Logging Options
These checkboxes configure the system to create log entries for the activities that occur
during that individual operation of GoldVisionPro.

Log V-QuickLink
Log Admin Options
Log Link Center

Log File Location:

The default location for log files is the “\Logs\” subfolder of the Program directory. The
log file location can be changed in this setting. The Browse button allows selection of
an existing folder for this setting.

INI File Location

The default location for INI files is the “\INI\" subfolder of the Program directory. The INI
file location can be changed in this setting. The Browse button allows selection of an
existing folder for this setting.
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Configuring a specific INI files location is useful when handling multiple configurations of
GoldVisionPro on the same system. When more than one GVP.INI is used to manage
alternate GoldVisionPro configurations, designating a specific INI subfolder for use with
each configuration allows for separate User INI files/settings for the same UserIDs when
accessing a different setup. For example, when GoldVisionPro is configured to access
two different Contact Sets, you may wish the user to store their files in a different
Primary and Secondary Folder [recommended], and/or use a different Indexing Forms
List.

Default GoldMine BDE Settings

A correctly configured BDE SHAREDMEMLOCATION setting in GoldMine is essential
to reliable GoldVisionPro operation. During the setup of GoldVisionPro, the existing
BDE SHAREMEMLOCATION value is tested for validity. The installed value is
compared to the value listed in this section [for the corresponding version of GoldMine].
A value that doesn’t match indicates an error.

However, there is more than one valid setting, and some Administrators configure their
systems with other values required by other programs. To accommodate using an
alternate valid setting without an error indication, enter the alternate value in the
appropriate text box in this area. This will allow GoldVisionPro to compare the active
setting with this alternate value and avoid an error indicator.

Version less than 6.0 [default = 7000]

Version greater than 6.0 [default = OBDE] NOTE: the first character is

the number-zero, NOT the letter “O”

Tabs & User Restrictions
On the tabs displayed in the lower section of the Admin Settings window, GoldVisionPro
allows Administrators to impose restrictions on user access to several program features.

An Administrator creates a restriction for one of these features by designating an
existing GoldMine User Group as the only users authorized for that feature. [If no
appropriate Groups already exist, they should be created in GoldMine for this purpose
prior to continuing.] The View Groups button to the right of each feature listing can be
used to select the designated Group ID. Thereafter, only users who are current
members of that Group [and “Master” users] will have access to that feature. NOTE:
Assigning an empty Group effectively restricts all users from a feature, other than
“Master” users.

Authorizations tab
This tab allows Administrators to assign the existing GoldMine Group authorized for
Users in that Group to have access to a feature.

Create Contact Groups Access

A component of the VisionPak-Plus Tool Set, this authorization allows members of the
designated Group to create a new Contact Group in GoldMine based on the Contacts
represented by the selected link records in the Link Center VisionPak list.

Intelli-Process Access

A component of the VisionPak-Plus Tool Set, this authorization allows members of the
designated Group to access the Intelli-Process functions in the Link Center menu “Tools
| Administrator Tools | Intelli-Process”. The Intelli-Process functions perform various
mass-processing tasks on all the records currently selected in the VisionPak list.

Delete-Link Access

This restriction allows access to the Delete Link button in the Wizard tab of the Link
Center window. By default, only GoldMine Users with “Master” rights have access to
this button. This item allows Administrators to authorize other Users to access this
button.

Create Index Forms Access

A legacy component of versions prior to v6.7.2, this authorization allows members of the
designated Group to create a new Indexing Form file from within the Indexing Forms
window. In v6.7.2, GoldVision introduced Intelli-Entry+ as the preferred format for
Indexing Forms, which can be created/edited in the Link Center through the menu “View
| View Item File Contents.”

Browse Folders Access

This restriction removes the Browse Folder button in the Link Setup window, still
allowing the user to choose between their configured Primary and Secondary Paths
(displayed), but preventing the user from Browsing to any other folder.

Path Selection Access

This restriction removes the Path selection box (and therefore also the Browse Folders
button next to the box) in the Link Setup window, preventing the user from selecting a
path other than their Primary Path configured in their User Settings. This assures the
file going into the system will be stored in the designated Primary Path structures.

File View Access

This restriction removes the Link File Name boxes [Source and New filename] in the
Link Setup window, preventing the user from viewing this file information. This helps
conceal the location and name of the physical file stored on the system.

Delete Source File Access

This restriction disables user access to the “Delete Source File” checkbox in the Link
Setup window, preventing it from being changed from the setting configured in their
User Settings file. This is most often used in conjunction with the User Setting for the
checkbox to be checked, resulting in the source file being deleted after it is copied to the
Primary Path location. This avoids users opening/updating a local copy of a stored file
instead of updating the stored file itself.

Preference Security

These settings allow Administrators to restrict user access to tabs in the V-QuickLink
Configuration window of the User Settings, effectively limiting their ability to change their
program settings. Each item in this tab represents one of the primary tabs in the V-
QuickLink Configuration window.

User Settings Access
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This setting restricts access to the User Settings tab.

Link Settings Access
This setting restricts access to the Link Settings tab.

Path Settings Access
This setting restricts access to the Path Settings tab.

File Settings Access
This setting restricts access to the File Settings tab.

Filing Key

A legacy component of versions prior to v6.7.0, this setting designated which GoldMine
Key field [KEY1 — KEY5] would be included in the V-QuickLink window when the “Add
Record” button is selected to create a new contact record. The drop-down box from the
selected field is also displayed. [The default for this setting is KEY5]. As of v6.7.0, all
Primary fields, including all Key fields, are displayed in this window, making selection of
one field here unnecessary.

LinkCenter Parameters tab

This tab allows configuration of the History entries created by GoldVisionPro in the
GoldMine History tab, primarily related to events in the GoldVisionPro LinkCenter. The
codes are accessed by selecting the Config button in this tab.

Automatically Create History

This is setting determines if the “Create History” checkbox in the Link Setup window is
automatically set to checked. When checked, a History record is created when
GoldVisionPro creates a link record.

Advanced History

This setting determines if History created by GoldVisionPro is only visible in
GoldVisionPro [and not in the GoldMine History tab]. When unchecked, History items
are created as visible in GoldMine.

Each of the displayed events can be assigned a custom Result code, or the default
codes can be used. Each code/event can be activated by checking the checkbox to its
right, or de-activated by un-checking its checkbox.

Activity Type Code
This is the GM record type for the History entries. By default set to “0” (Other).

Activity Detail Code
This is the GoldMine record Code entry. By default set to “GVP”

Create Link Result Code
Creates a History entry when a new link record is created in the V-QuickLink.
Default setting is “LNK”.

Update Link Result Code
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Creates a History entry when an existing link record is changed; as in modifying
the Title or Notes field in the Information tab in the LinkCenter. Default setting is
“UDT".

Delete Link Result Code
Creates a History entry when an existing link record is deleted; as from the
Wizard tab in the Link Center. Default setting is “DEL”.

Relocate File Result Code
Creates a History entry when a file is moved; as from the Valet tab in the Link
Center. Default setting is “MOV”.

Launch File Result Code
Creates a History entry when a file is opened from the LinkCenter. Default
setting is “LAU".

Rename File Result Code
Creates a History entry when a file is renamed; as from the Valet tab in the Link
Center. Default setting is “RNM”.

Revise Date Result Code

Creates a History entry when the date of a link record is changed, as per the
User settings for matching the File Create Date or File Last Modified Date when
a new link record is created in the V-QuickLink. Default setting is “RDT".

Miscellaneous tab

Check Subfolders Exist on Startup [Intelli-Folder |

A component of the VisionPak-Plus Tool Set, when checked this Intelli-Folder setting
automatically creates new date-structure folders when any user logs into GoldVisionPro.
This is particularly useful for sync-users to assure their local folder structure
accommodates the remote office structure for synced files. In this setting,
Administrators can designate how many months forward, and how many months
previous, GoldVisionPro will check/create date-folders from the current date.

Create List File in Each Folder [Intelli-File ]

A component of the VisionPak-Plus Tool Set, when checked GoldVisionPro will
automatically create an archive list file in every stored file folder and parent folder, with
the filename, Company, Contact, Title, AccountNo, ReclID, UserID of each file as it is
stored in the folder. This enables a System Administrator to simply drag a folder[s] to a
CD/DVD and have a copy of the database record info for those files in their archive [as
FileStream info is lost when moved off NTFS media].
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Configuring User settings

User settings represent a “roaming profile”, accessible from any authorized workstation
where GoldVisionPro is installed. Therefore any authorized GoldVisionPro user can
login to the program with their own settings from any authorized GoldVisionPro machine
on the network. [“Authorization” is configured in the “GoldVisionPro License Manager”
program by the System Administrator.] These settings can remain standardized for all
users, or customized for each user.

Default Settings

The “Default” User Settings are used to create a new User Settings INI file [i.e.,
{UserID}-GVLINK.INI] whenever a user who does not have a User INI file logs in to
GoldVisionPro.

The “Default” User Settings are first established when GoldVisionPro is installed on the
server, during the “Wizard” configuration process. Subsequently, they can be modified
by a user with GoldMine “Master” authorization,

from the GoldVisionPro Master Control Panel menu,
select “Preferences-User Settings Configuration ”

A “Select UserID” form will display a drop-down box to select the UserID to be
configured.

Select “DEFAULT” and then the OK button.

NOTE 1: The “Select UserID” form only appears if the logged-in UserID has
“Master” authorization. Other users proceed directly to the GoldVisionPro V-
QuickLink Configuration window for their individual UserID settings configuration.

NOTE 2: Changes to the “Default” settings only affect new user configurations
[users without an existing user INI file]. Changes WILL NOT update existing user
INI files.

Existing User INI files can be individually modified to implement changes for
those users. This can be accomplished when logged-in as the specific user
under “Preferences-User Settings Configuration”, or by selecting a specific
UserID on the “Select UserID” form, when logged-in as a “Master user.
Alternately, deleting an existing user INI file will cause a new individual INI file
to be automatically created from the new “Default” settings the next time that
user logs-in to GoldVisionPro. However, any individual [non-default] settings
that had existed for that user will be lost.
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Settings Configuration
The GoldVisionPro V-QuickLink Configuration window contains four primary tabs:
User Settings
Link Settings
Path Settings
File Settings

NOTE: Access to each of these primary tabs can be individually restricted, to
limit who can change the settings. See “Configuring Admin Settings”. This
restriction however, does not prevent manual editing of the user INI file.

User Settings

This tab includes four sub-tabs:
AutoSummarize
Shortcuts
Processing
Misc.

AutoSummarize

The AutoSummarize tab allows configuration of the parameters that will be used
whenever GoldVisionPro performs an AutoSummarize [automatically with the
GoldVisionPro MSO Add-Ins “Save As” and “Print PDF” functions, VisionScan
processing, Monitoring processing, selecting the “AutoSummarize” button within the
GoldVisionPro programs].

The AutoSummarize function extracts and analyzes text from a file and passes it to
GoldVisionPro for processing. This processing is primarily to store text for “indexing”
the file for later text-search capability. It uses the following parameter settings:

Summary Per Cent of Total: This whole-number value can be 0 to 100, and
represents the percentage of the file text to be included in the processing. A
value of “0” disables the AutoSummarize feature. A value of “100” causes the
entire file text to be included [subject to other limitations]. Other “##” values
cause the function to evaluate and return the “##% most-important”
sentences/phrases in the file, determined by measuring the usage of words
within the file text. Implication: The words, phrases and sentences that are most
likely to be desired for specific search are captured.

Unique Words Only: When this checkbox is selected, this alternative to the
percent option returns a collection of the individual words found in the file
[duplicates removed, so that each word in the collection is “unique” (appears
once)]. Implication: This method is more likely to include every possible word
that appears in the file than the percent method. However, this method does not
preserve phrases, which may be desired as specific text search criteria.

Total Word Count Limitation: This whole-number value can be -1 to 64000, and
represents the maximum number of words that will be retained after the
Summary or Unique Words processing is performed. A value of “-1” will retain

all the text resulting from the process, up to the storage limit [64000 characters].
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A value of “0” will retain no text. A numeric value of “###” will retain up to ###
words, up to the storage limit [64000 characters]. Implication: This parameter
allows limiting the overall quantity of the text being stored in the database. For
example, you might want 25% of a 2-page document stored, but perhaps not
25% of a 200-page document.

On MS Word Save, store Bookmarks in Notes: Bookmarks in MS Word are
named sections [words, fields, sentences, paragraphs, etc.] of a file that are
identified and named [from the Insert-Bookmark menu in Word] by the user, or
pre-configured on a template document. GoldVisionPro can specifically extract
this information, according to these User settings.

This setting works in conjunction with other settings below it that are enabled
when this setting is selected. When this setting is checked, the GoldVisionPro
AutoSummarize process adds Word bookmark information to the extracted text
when the “Save As” or “Print PDF” button is selected on the GoldVisionPro
toolbar in MS Word.

Select When Bookmark Name Prefix is

This setting allows the user to limit which bookmarks are included in the
AutoSummarize process. When a text prefix is specified [e.g. “X_, GVP,” etc.],
only bookmarks with that prefix will be used. Otherwise, all bookmarks will be
included. The prefix can be any text valid in Word.

Include Bookmark Name: Activates 2 below.

This option designates whether the bookmark name is included as well as the
text associated with the bookmark location. For example, a bookmark named
“X_AccountNumber” that referenced text “A10001” in the document, would
appear in the AutoSummarize as “X_AccountNumber=A10001" if the bookmark
were included, or just “A10001” if the bookmark were not included.

Save Name when value blank

This option designates whether the bookmark name is saved if no text appears in
the bookmarked location. In the above example, if no text appeared in the
X_AccountNumber location, then the AutoSummarize would show
“X_AccountNumber= *“. Note that a blank space is included after the “=" sign,
whereas there is no blank space between the bookmark name and the
referenced text in the example above. This allows later text searching

[e.g., by “= ] to identify documents with incomplete items.

Remove Bookmark Prefix

This option improves readability, by removing the designated bookmark name-
prefix when the bookmark name is stored. In the above example, this would
result in the AutoSummarize text being “AccountNumber=A10001".

On MS Excel Save, store Named Ranges in Notes:

These settings represent the same corresponding features in Excel as the Word
bookmarks settings described above. In Excel, individual cells or groups of cells
can be “Named” as Ranges, just as sections of text are “Named” as bookmarks
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in Word. GoldVisionPro extracts the values in these ranges, according to the
same criteria and conventions described in the above instructions related to
Word bookmarks.

NOTEL: In its normal AutoSummarize process, GoldVisionPro only
extracts text, not numerical values, when it processes an Excel file. With
the store Named Range option, GoldVisionPro will extract the values from
the named locations, regardless of type.

NOTEZ2: Multiple cell values. When a Range includes multiple cells,
GoldVisionPro will separate each cell’s value with “, =" to facilitate text
searching for each value. For example, a Range named “Assets”
associated with three cells containing the values “Stocks”, “Bonds” and
“Mutual Funds” would be captured as “Assets=Stocks, =Bonds, =Mutual
Funds”. This could be used in a GoldVisionPro text search for
“Assets+AND+=Mutual Funds”.

Shortcuts

This sub-tab allows designation as to which program “shortcut” icons will appear in the
various locations available to the user. These shortcuts are primarily for starting the
various program features [e.g., “Master Control Panel, LinkCenter”], or for storing files
by drag and drop or Send To options [e.g. “V-QuickLink, VisionScan”]. The following is
a description of the icons that appear on the subtabs described later.

The Master Control Panel icon starts GoldVisionPro for user login, starting the V-
QuickLink and Link Center features, configuring user options, etc..

NOTEL: GoldVisionPro v6 provides the new preferred “VzxSelect” option,
described elsewhere, as an alternate method of program startup.

NOTEZ2: Both the Master Control Panel and the VzxSelect program accept the
same /u: and /p: command-line switches as GoldMine, for automatically logging-
in to the program.

The V-QuickLink icon is primarily for drag-and-drop of a file for storing with
GoldVisionPro, when the program is not visible. [Files can be dragged and dropped
directly onto the V-QuickLink window if it is visible.]

The VisionScan icon is also for drag-and-drop of a file for storing. It performs the same
function as the V-QuickLink icon [passing the file to GoldVisionPro for storage] with the
additional function of performing the AutoSummarize process at the same time. The
resulting summarized text [as available] appears in the Notes field as the file is linked.

The LinkCenter icon is for accessing GoldVisionPro’s search capabilities, which is the
primary user interface for managing files in the system.
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The following are each displayed as further subtabs of the Shortcuts tab:

Desktop
Selecting each checkbox will cause the “Master Control Panel” icon, the “V-

QuickLink” icon, and/or the “VisionScan” icon to appear on the user’'s Windows
Desktop.

Send To

Selecting each checkbox will cause the “V-QuickLink” icon, and/or the
“VisionScan” icon to appear on the user’'s Windows “Send To” menu. [When a
user right-clicks on a file to select it in Windows, a pop-up menu displays the
“Send To” option. Selecting “Send To” displays a sub-menu allowing the user to
select either “V-QuickLink”, or “VisionScan”, passing the selected file to
GoldVisionPro.]

Startup
These items configure how GoldVisionPro starts for the user. In GoldVisionPro

V6, see also the new preferred “VzxSelect” option, described elsewhere, as an
alternate method of program startup.

Selecting the Master Control Panel checkbox puts this program in the Windows
Startup folder. The program will start each time the user starts Windows.

Selecting the V-QuickLink (AutoStart) checkbox configures the Master Control
Panel to automatically start the V-QuickLink features after login to GoldVisionPro
is completed.

Selecting the LinkCenter (AutoStart) checkbox configures the Master Control
Panel to automatically start the LinkCenter features after login to GoldVisionPro
is completed.

QuickLaunch

Selecting each checkbox will cause the “Master Control Panel” icon, the “V-
QuickLink” icon, and/or the “VisionScan” icon to appear in the user’'s Windows
QuickLaunch bar, at the bottom of their screen. This allows easy access to these
programs/features when the Windows Desktop is not visible [i.e., when other
programs are running.]

LinkCenter

This setting chooses which icon, “V-QuickLink” or “VisionScan”, will appear in the
lower left corner of the LinkCenter, for a user’s drag-and-drop convenience. A
file can be dragged directly to this icon in the LinkCenter to initiate the storage
process. As the LinkCenter is the user’s primary interface for managing files, this
icon is a convenient alternative to other drag-and-drop options.

Scanning
This is a memo informational subtab, displaying icons for various processing

alternatives. It is to assist in icon recognition.
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Processing
This tab allows configuration of preferences solely for user convenience.

Minimize V-QuickLink After Linking
This option causes the V-QuickLink window to immediately minimize out of view
once a file has been stored.

Automatically Close V-QuickLink

This option unloads the V-QuickLink features from memory once a file has been
stored. NOTE: This is not generally recommended, as restarting V-QuickLink
slows user processing.

AutoRetrieve Existing Titles when Linking

This option adds a search of the selected contact’s existing/prior linked files
during the storage process. It adds the titles of these files to the existing drop-
down Title list, in the Link Setup window. This can be convenient for selecting
similar titles for new files, as have been already used for this contact’s previous
files.

AutoRetrieve Projects and Opps when Linking

This option adds a search of the names of the GoldMine Projects and
Opportunities associated with the selected contact. These names can be added
to the Title or Notes, [see PowerKeys reference guide] to associate files with a
Project or Opportunity while the file is linked to a contact.

Sort Prior Document Titles Descending

This option applies when the user displays existing/prior link titles in the Title
drop-down list in the Link Setup window. It merely reverses the default
alphabetical order of the list, to descending order instead of ascending order.
This can be convenient when lists contain numbered or dated values, so that the
latest value appears at the start of the list.

Select Search Type As Previously Used

After a field name is used for searching, GoldVisionPro normally resets to the
default field [e.g., “Contact Name”] for the next search. This option causes
GoldVisionPro to retain the last field selected until another field is selected by the
user, or the program is restarted.

Prompt to Edit MS Word Template on Open

This option provides the user with the alternative of creating a new Word
document when opening a Word template file, or opening the template file itself
for editing. This setting applies to the GoldVisionPro integration with MS Word [if
installed]. When this option is selected, a window appears whenever a template
file is opened in MS Word, prompting the user to select “Create New Document”
or “Work on this Template”. If this option is not selected, launching a template
file from the LinkCenter will automatically open the template file itself, rather than
create a new document based on the template.
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Link Setup — Hide Paths

This setting hides the display of the Path selection box in the Link Setup window
of the V-QuickLink as a User convenience. [See the Admin Settings instructions
for configuring this view as unchangeable by the User.]

Link Setup — Hide File Names

This setting hides the display of the File names box in the Link Setup window of
the V-QuickLink as a User convenience. [See the Admin Settings instructions for
configuring this view as unchangeable by the User.]

Link Center — Hide Tabs

This setting hides the display of the tab section in the lower area of the Link
Center window as a User convenience. [See the Admin Settings instructions for
configuring this view as unchangeable by the User.]

Link Center — Hide TreeView

This setting hides the display of the TreeView section on the left-side of the Link
Center window as a User convenience. [See the Admin Settings instructions for
configuring this view as unchangeable by the User.]

Time Values — Type Ahead

This setting relates to the time before a search is automatically started as the
user enters a field value. It represents the number of milliseconds the program
waits between keystrokes to determine if the user is finished entering
information. The default “0” value turns this auto-search feature off, requiring the
user to press the Enter key to begin a search.

Time Values — Splash Screen
This setting should be left at the default value. It references the length of time an
opening screen appears.

PDF Printer

A drop-down box for this setting displays the PDF printers recognized by
GoldVisionPro. Select the user’s preferred PDF printer to be used by
GoldVisionPro. NOTE: As a user can start GoldVisionPro from any authorized
workstation on the system, the user’s preferred PDF Printer may not be available
on the workstation in use for the user’s current session.

Default Group Owner is Public
Generally set as checked, this determines if a new Contact record created in
GoldVisionPro is created as Public.

Minimize on Auto Startup
Determines if the GoldVisionPro windows are minimized instead of open when
automatically started.

Show Windows in Taskbar
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The default state for startup is that the GoldVisionPro windows do NOT appear in
the Windows taskbar. This checkbox allows the user to configure their system to
show the GoldVisionPro windows in the Windows taskbar.

AutoRun Update Activation

This setting will cause GoldVisionPro to automatically check the GoldVision
website for an Activation renewal. The check will run whenever this User starts
the Master Control Panel within 30-days of the Activation expiration date. When
the renewal is found, the Activation is automatically updated for everyone on this
system, and the check goes dormant until the approach of the next expiration
date.

Misc.

This tab configures several miscellaneous settings which may require guidance from the
System Administrator to the user. A variety of List files can be designated/configured
from the drop-down box labeled “List”. As each list file is selected, the current path and
filename setting for this list is displayed in the “File” textbox. When applicable to certain
file types, a “Max Entries” textbox appears for editing values.

The Browse List Folder button opens a dialog box to allow selection of a folder on the
system, in order to locate a desired file. Upon selecting the folder, all the files in that
folder appear in the textbox on the right side of the Misc window.

The Create New File button will display a textbox for entering a filename, and change to
a Save File button for saving a blank file to be used as a list file. The file will be stored
in the active folder set from the Browse List Folder button. This enables the user to
create a specific file for a particular list when that file does not already exist. The
Cancel button that appears can be used to return to the prior view.

List files for the Intelli-Console Operations

The various “Recent..” and “Favorite...” file names do not need to be specifically
designated, as GoldVisionPro will automatically create these list files using default
names based on each UserlD. However, a specific name CAN be designated if
desired. In either case, the user can designate the “Max Entries” value for each of
these files.

The “Max Entries” values determine how many entries will be retained in each list, until
a new addition will cause the oldest entry to be discarded. Each list can be set
individually. The value “-1” indicates no maximum value is set. [The lists are text files,
and subject to Operating System constraints on their true limit.]

Active Monitors List

This text file stores the configurations created by the user for Folder Monitors in the
VQL. When this List is selected, the “AutoStart Monitors” checkbox appears. Checking
this box will automatically start all the monitors saved by this user, on the VQL startup.
This can be used in conjunction with the various AutoStart functions of GoldVisionPro to
load the program and begin monitoring pre-designated folders immediately without user
intervention.
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Indexing Forms List

The Indexing Forms List is a text file created by the System Administrator [see Admin
Settings]. It provides user access to custom Indexing forms on the system, through
GoldVisionPro’s Intelli-Entry functionality. This file will be loaded when the user starts
GoldVisionPro. Leave the textbox blank if no file is to be used.

All Title Lists

This “TOP” file stores the path, flename and description of each of the custom Title List
files to be used when storing a document. [see “Creating/Configuring Multiple Title Lists”
in this manual.]

Default Title List
This is the specific Title List that is loaded in GoldVisionPro for this user on startup.

Tracking Items List

This “TOP” file contains the various workflows to be loaded in the GoldVisionPro Intelli-
Tracking Workflows tool set. [NOTE: this tool set requires a specific Activation. See
your System Administrator or GoldVisionPro for more details]

As of v6.8.2, any user INI setting can be accessed/ modified from the Misc tab. A
drop-down box for “INI-Section” now allows the user to select the category of
setting to be modified.

When first opened, this box will be set to “List Files Only”, which provides access to the
various list file settings that were previously available. The same “List” box as
previously still provides selection of the list file to be set.

Alternatively, when the INI-Section box is used to select one of the setting file sections
[e.g., Options, Config, Search Settings, LinkCenter, AutoSummarize, MRL], the “List”
box name changes to “INI-Key”, and its drop-down list displays all the items available
within that section.

NOTE: There is no error-checking in this process, as in some cases an
unlimited variety of valid entries are possible.

USERS SHOULD CONSULT WITH THEIR SYSTEM ADMINISTRATO R
BEFORE ALTERING ANY OF THESE ITEMS.
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Link Settings

The settings on this primary tab control aspects of how link records are created in the
system. Generally, these settings should not be changed by users, as they affect the
consistency of storage information.

Select Which Date to Use for the Link Date

When the LinkCenter displays a list of stored files, the date listed is the date of
the link record. [This is the same date that appears in the GoldMine Links tab
display.] When GoldMine creates a link record for a file, the date of the link
record is the current system date [effectively, the Date Stored in the system].
Users often prefer viewing/sorting files by either the File Create Date or File Last
Modified Date. This GoldVisionPro setting controls re-dating the link record to
match either the File Create Date or File Last Modified date as an alternative to
using the current system date.

Store Link Notes In History

GoldVisionPro stores AutoSummary and other useful information in the Notes
field of the link record. Selecting this option causes this same information to be
duplicated in the History record created when GoldVisionPro stores a file. This is
primarily for organizations that also wish to view this information when “stepping-
through” entries in the GoldMine History tab. NOTE: The Notes field may contain
up to 64kb of text.

Link Title Option

This setting indicates that a Lookup List from a GoldMine User Defined Field is to
be used as the drop-down list for document titles/prefixes. Using such lists
promotes consistent document titling and more reliable search/retrieval
throughout an organization. The Select button displays a list of the User Defined
Fields found by GoldVisionPro, which can be selected for this purpose.

Remote Synchronization Options

These settings designate the default state of the “Remote Sync” checkbox in the
GoldVisionPro Link Setup window, as checked [“Always Sync...”] or unchecked
[“Do Not Sync...”]. When checked, the Remote Sync setting indicates
GoldVisionPro will create a “sync-aware” link record, recognized in GoldMine
sync processes. NOTE: The user is able to check/uncheck the RemoteSync
checkbox in Link Setup window during processing.

Path Settings

The settings on this primary tab control aspects of where files are stored in the system.
Generally, these settings should not be changed by users, as they affect the
consistency of storage information.

A significant feature of GoldVisionPro processing is that it “moves” [copy-then-delete]
files from any current location to a designated storage location. This accomplishes
several critical functions, including assuring files are available system-wide and
facilitating proper system maintenance. Accordingly, all storage locations should be
network-accessible to some degree [see Creating Network Accessible Paths].
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Primary Path
This is the main location for storing files, and should be a location accessible to

everyone storing/retrieving files on the system. It is the default path when the
user is storing a file in the system. When used with other options, it is the parent
folder to subfolder structures. It must already exist before configuring these
settings. NOTE: On larger installations, System Administrators may choose not
to have the same folder for every user.

Secondary Path

This is an alternate folder, selectable by the user during processing, to be used
instead of the Primary Path. [See Admin settings for restricting access to this
path during processing.] The common uses for this secondary path are: a)
providing selection of a “restricted” folder when storing sensitive information
[configured for specific users]; b) storage to a web server on the network [for
publishing files on a website]; c) storage of files requiring other-than-normal
system maintenance; d) selection of a specific subfolder structure from a
common starting point.

Date Path Sub-Path Options

This option provides automatic creation of subfolders below the Primary Path, by
year and month. Subfolders are created when needed for a specific file being
stored. Subfolders can formatted as either “\YYYY\YYYY-MM\” or “\YYYY\MM\".
The year and month used can be the Current Date, File Create Date, or File Last
Modified Date.

Add UserID Path
This option provides automatic creation of subfolders below the Primary Path, by
individual UserID.

Combined Option

The Date Path and User ID Path options are combined when both are selected,
to create a subfolder structure of “\YYYY\YYYY-MM\{UserID}\" or
“YYYY\MM\{UserID}\"

File Settings

The settings on this primary tab control aspects of how files are stored in the system.
Generally, these settings should not be changed by users, as they affect the
consistency of storage information.

Use Link Title As File Name

This setting designates the default state of the “Use Title As File Name”
checkbox in the Link Setup window. It is primarily for users who are usually
processing files with non-descriptive, and/or machine-generated names [e.g.,
output from scanners and fax boards] where the current file name is of little or no
value.

Add YMD Date to File Name
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This setting will add the current date [“YYYYMMDD] to the left side of the
existing file name for the file stored in the designated location. [Original file
unchanged.]

Append UserlID to File Name
This setting will add the UserID [*{UserlID}"]to the left side of the existing file
name for the file stored in the designated location. [Original file unchanged.]

Select Delete Source File Option As Default

This setting sets the default state of the “Delete Source File” checkbox in the Link
Setup window. NOTE: The user is normally able to check/uncheck the Delete
Source File checkbox in the Link Setup window during processing. However,
access to this checkbox during processing can be restricted [see Sys Admin
settings].

Other INI file settings [previously manually set]
These settings are available by manually-editing the GVP.IN file and/or the User’s
settings INI file. It is recommended that only Administrators make these edits.

As of v6.8.2, any user INI setting can be accessed/ modified from the Misc. tab of
the User Settings window. A drop-down box for “INI -Section” now allows the
user to select the category of setting to be modifi ed. A drop-down box for “INI-
Key”, displays all the items available within that section.

NOTE: There is no error-checking in this process, as in some cases an
unlimited variety of valid entries are possible.

USERS SHOULD CONSULT WITH THEIR SYSTEM ADMINISTRATO R
BEFORE ALTERING ANY OF THESE ITEMS.

AutoCloselnterval

This setting in the Options section adjusts the time interval before GoldVisionPro
will automatically close the various support libraries that are part of the overall
GoldVisionPro system, if for some reason the Master Control Panel
[GVMCP.exe] is no longer running. By default this setting is set to True, which
represents an interval of 24 seconds. If a different response is desired, this
setting can be designated instead in milliseconds [e.g., the setting for 15-seconds
would be 15000]. In no case should the setting be less than 12-seconds or more
than 60-seconds.

UserDefaultRecType

This setting sets the name/value of the User’s preferred Record Type for
searching that is loaded when the program starts. Leaving this setting blank
results in GoldVisionPro setting searching to the GoldMine default Record Type.
Setting this item to False will set GoldVisionPro to “No Active Record Type” on
startup, but will still allow the User to select a Record Type for searching.

BypassUseRecType
This setting “turns off” using Record Typing in GoldVisionPro, for this User.
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UseDefaultValueWhenBlank

When set to True, this setting will cause GoldVisionPro to check the GVP.INI for
a “global” value for each item whenever an item in the User’s INI file is blank or
missing. [This allows new settings to be added to the program, and then set a
default value in the GVP.INI to be used by existing User INI files.]

StoredSearchPath

AlternateSearchPath

These settings allow automatically substituting a different path than the stored
path when launching files from the Link Center. Initially intended to
accommodate substituting a valid web address as an AlternateSearchPath for
the standard network drive path stored in the GoldMine record for each file
[StoredSearchPath]. Using this item is toggled from the menu “Preferences” in
the Link Center.

UseAlternatePathAsDefault

When the StoredSearchPath and AlternateSearchPath contain valid paths, and
this setting is set to True, the AlternateSearchPath is automatically used on
startup. The “Preferences” menu toggle is also available.

InsertiIDAsDefault

This setting in the [Options] section works in conjunction with the
AlternateSearchPath and VxSubstitution.INI settings when accessing a web
address. When designated as “True”, this setting will automatically select the
menu item in the LinkCenter to “Insert ID and PW in Alt Path”. [See “Auto Path-
Redirection and Web File-Access” later on in this manual.]

BypassOpenFileTypes

When storing a file, GoldVisionPro checks Windows for the “InUse” status of the
file, to determine if the file is open [e.qg., still being modified]. If the file is currently
in use, GoldVisionPro aborts the storage process, and notifies the User.
However, some applications may erroneously indicate an “InUse” state when the
file is not in use. If this occurs, GoldVisionPro can use this setting to ignore the
“InUse” state of any files with specified file extension[s] used by these
applications. Enter the file extensions that should be ignored in this setting [e.qg.,
“BypassOpenFileTypes=,pdf,txt,xyz,"].

BrowserFileTypes

When using a web address substitution, the web address must start with “http” in
order to be recognized by GoldVisionPro. When launching a file containing a
web address, GoldVisionPro will start the application that is associated with the
selected file type before attempting to launch the file. NOT ALL APPLICATIONS
ARE CAPABLE OF USING A WEB ADDRESS TO OPEN A FILE. Therefore a
file type can be configured to open in a browser rather than launch the
associated application first. To set this feature, in the GoldVisionPro User INI
file, in the Options section, enter the file extension[s] that should be opened in a
browser. [e.g., BrowserFileTypes=,pdf,txt,]
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RecValsFile Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings INI files.
If no entry is made for this item GoldVisionPro will look for the default “TOP” file

for this feature:
...\GoldVisionPro\Lists\COMMONLISTS\RecValLists\RecValList TOP.Vzx_Lst.txt

See section “Creating/Configuring Record Value Lists” for more details.

PromptForRecVals Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings INI files.
No entries are needed in this item for the default process. See section
“Creating/Configuring Record Value Lists” for more details.

WarnDriveLessThan Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings INI files.
In order to assure that files are accessible to users, as part of the Link Process
GoldVisionPro copies the source file to a designated destination, usually a
network drive. To avoid errors during this process, GoldVisionPro checks the
space at the destination, and warns the user if adequate space is not available.

Additionally, Administrators may configure this setting to warn users as storage
space becomes lower than a threshold. The threshold for this warning can be
either a whole-number percentage of the drive space remaining, or an absolute
size in Giga-, Mega-, or Kilo- bytes. If used, these must be the first [left] values in
the setting. The user can disable this warning from the V-QuickLink menu item
“Preferences | Warn When Drive Space Low” by un-checking the item.

The settings for this item are as follows:

<blank> If no entry is made, the default threshold value is “5%" of the total disk space,
and the V-QuickLink menu item “Preferences | Warn When Drive Space Low” is set to
“on” [checked] at startup of the program.

nn% The threshold used will be the remaining percentage of disk space specified [e.g.,
10%; if the remaining disk space is LESS THAN 10%, the warning message will appear
when the user attempts to process the link in the Link Setup window.]

nnGb The threshold will be the remaining size specified in Gigabytes [e.g., 1Gb; if the
remaining disk space is LESS THAN one gigabyte, the warning message will appear
when the user attempts to process the link in the Link Setup window.]

nnMb The threshold will be the remaining size specified in Megabytes [e.g., 100Mb; if
the remaining disk space is LESS THAN 100 megabytes, the warning message will
appear when the user attempts to process the link in the Link Setup window.]

nnKb The threshold will be the remaining size specified in Kilobytes [e.g., 500KDb; if the
remaining disk space is LESS THAN 500 kilobytes, the warning message will appear
when the user attempts to process the link in the Link Setup window.]

Secondary values: Must be following [right of] any numerical entries, if present.

,FALSE this entry will cause the V-QuickLink menu item “Preferences | Warn When
Drive Space Low” to be set to “off” [unchecked] at startup of the program.
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,BYPASS NO_DRIVE If an Administrator determines that an existing drive is not being
recognized properly, this setting will bypass warning the user that the drive does not
exist. The warning will continue to display for inadequate space or low space.

,BYPASS ALL_DRIVE_CHECKS If an Administrator determines that an existing drive is
not being recognized properly, this setting will bypass performing the drive checks at all,
Including the check for inadequate space or low space, prior to attempting to copy the
file. This may allow errors, if the drive/space is not available.

WarnFileLessThan Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings INI files.
In order to assure that files are accessible to users, as part of the Link Process
GoldVisionPro copies the source file to a designated destination, usually a
network drive, or a website. To avoid errors during this process, GoldVisionPro
checks the size of the source file, and then the size of the resulting destination
file, and warns the user if either file is smaller than a specified number of bytes.

Additionally, Administrators may configure this setting to warn users if the
destination file is not at least the same size as the source file. The default
threshold for the warning [when unspecified] is one byte. This is intended to alert
users to a zero-byte file, which while technically appearing as a valid, existing
file, is usually an indication that the file is empty.

The settings for this item are as follows:

<blank> If no entry is made, the default threshold value is “1” -byte total file-size, to warn
of a zero-byte file-size for either the source or destination file.

FALSE If an Administrator determines that actual fie properties are not being recognized
properly, this setting will bypass warning the user, and all file-size checks will be
bypassed entirely.

nn The threshold will be the file-size specified in bytes [e.g., 100; if the file-size is LESS
THAN 100 bytes, the warning message will appear when the user attempts to process
the link in the Link Setup window.]

Secondary value: Must be following [right of] any numerical entries, if present.

,SOURCE_FILE This setting will use the source file-size as the threshold for checking
the size of the destination file. It will warn the user if the destination file is smaller than
the source file. If not used in conjunction with a number setting, the default one-byte
threshold is used when initially evaluating the source file-size.

,PROMPT This setting will prompt the user of the potential file-size problem, and allow
the user to over-ride the warning and continue processing, in case the file is valid but
may appear the wrong size.

ProcessOnListSelect Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings INI files.
A configuration item for “Intelli-Process”, this item requires a Tool Set

Activation [see VisionPak-Extended] No entry is needed in this item for the
default process. If setto “True” the menu item “Process On List-Select” will be
checked on startup. When checked, if an Intelli-Process entry exists for a Title,
the configured Intelli-Entry form[s] will be automatically displayed as soon as the
user makes their selection from the title drop-down list. If unchecked, the Intelli-
Entry window will not appear until the user selects another item after choosing a
title.
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AddToFileName Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings INI files.

A configuration item for “Intelli-Process”, this item requires a Tool Set

Activation [see VisionPak-Extended] No entry is needed in this item for the
default process. This entry allows adding information from the Contactl and
Contact?2 fields as a prefix and/or suffix to the filename that is stored. When
configured, it can be activated/deactivated from the menu “Preferences | Add Info
To FileName”.

The settings for this item are as follows:

<blank> If no entry is made, Contactl information is not configured for use.
TRUE The menu item “Preferences | Add Info To FileName” will be checked on startup.

|[<fieldname>+| Name of the GoldMine field to be included as a prefix. A prefix is
indicated by having the “+” follow the fieldname.

NOTE: If Contact2 fields are to be used, the fieldnames should include
the Table designations “A.” for Contactl and “B.” for Contact2, such as
“A.COMPANY” and “B.USERDEF12".

[xxxx| text between fields or between field info and filename. [For a suffix, precede the
text entry with |+<>| to indicate the text follows the filename. See Example 2 below]

|+<fieldname>| Name of the GoldMine field to be included as a suffix. A suffix is
indicated by having the “+” precede the fieldname. See note above when using Contact2
fields.

If
included, GoldVisionPro will construct the first name by extracting the LastName entry
from the Contact entry, for a derived FirstName.

DefaultTitleName Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings INI files.

No entries are needed in this item for the default process. However, if the TOP
Title List contains more than one reference to the same file [as when V[ values
are configured], then the DisplayTxt for the desired default item should be
configured here. See also, “Passing Pre-Selected Values from a Titles File” in
the “Intelli-Processing” section.
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LinkSetupSequence  Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings INI files.
A configuration item for “Intelli-Process”, this item requires a Tool Set

Activation [see VisionPak-Extended]. No entries are needed in this item for the
default process.

Entries in this setting define the order of processing while completing items in the
Link Setup window. This feature enables more rapid processing. Upon
completion of one item, the next item is “highlighted” or initiated if set to AUTO.
[A “highlighted” item can be initiated by pressing the “Enter” key”.] This
“sequencing” can be activated/deactivated in the V-QuickLink window by
checking/unchecking the menu item “Preferences | Use Link Setup Sequence”.

Sequence settings

The first item in the setting is TRUE or FALSE, indicating the menu item should/should
not be set to checked [active] on program startup. When set to TRUE, the menu item will
be set to checked as the program starts, and sequencing will remain active until changed
in the menu. Also the value PROMPT may be included in the first item to prompt users if
they have missed processing an item in the sequence.

NOTE: As of v6.8.4, different Sequences can be configured for either an entire Title List,
or for individual Title items. In this way, administrators can further customize the
workflow process. Also, Sequence items can use the two-character abbreviations added
below; with “H” indicating “HIGHLIGHT” and “A” indicating “AUTO”. See further
instructions on this option in the section “Intelli-Processing New Iltems”.

NOTE: Each subsequent item in this setting should be separated by a comma, for
example:

LinkSetupSequence=TRUE PROMPT ActiveTitles,Intelli-Entry_ AUTO,Link
or the equivalent abbreviation

UpdateOnEntrySelect Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings INI
files.

No entries are needed in this item for the default process. When set to TRUE,
the menu item “Tools | Update Entry On List Select” in the V-QuickLink window
will be set to checked [active] as the program starts. When active, as soon as a
user makes a drop-down list selection for an Intelli-Entry item, all other items in
the window will update their values. [For use when Intelli-Entry items are
“DEPENDENT” on other items.] When inactive, values are not updated until the
user presses the “Enter” key, or moves to another item.

UselLocalFolderListCopy  Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings
INI files.

A configuration item for “Intelli-File”, this item requires a Tool Set Activation

[see VisionPak-Plus]. No entries are needed in this item for the default process.
When set to TRUE, the menu item “Preferences | Use Local Folder-List Copy” in
the V-QuickLink window will be set to checked [active] as the program starts.
When active, while storing a file the Intelli-File process will create a local copy of
the archive list, update its contents, copy it back to its network location, and
delete the local copy. [NOTE: Intended to accommodate special needs of some
web storage locations. Contact GoldVision Software for further details.]

TrackingDefaultSearchTypes  Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user
settings INI files.

A configuration item for “Intelli-Tracking Workflows”, this item requires a Tool
Set Activation [see Intelli-Tracking Workflows]. No entries are needed in this
item for the default process. This setting allows users to define which Activity
type(s) will be selected on program startup. The default Activity-type for the
Intelli-Tracking display is an Event. From the Intelli-Tracking Items menu, users
can also select any/all of the available Activity types for display, while using the
program. Each item in this setting should be separated by a comma.

FormatListFile Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings INI files.

A configuration item for “Intelli-Process”, this item requires a Tool Set

Activation [see VisionPak-Extended]. No entries are needed in this item for the
default process. See section “Configuring Custom Formats For Custom Folders
and File Names” for more details.
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When this item is blank, the default TOP file for Format Lists is:

A specific TOP file can be designated instead in this setting, and can use the
Relative Path syntax, such as:

PopDateFormat Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings INI files.
No entries are needed in this item for the default setting of “yyyy-mm-dd”. This
value describes the format for Dates that are added to Titles or Notes when the
user selects the hotkey sequences “Ctrl+d” or “Alt+d”. See the section “Syntax
for Intelli-Entry+ files” in the Format entry for available entries in this item.

ShutdownAIllOnEXit  Located in the [Options] section of the GVP.INI file and user settings INI files.
No entries are needed in this item for the default process [FALSE]. When set to
TRUE, all of GoldVisionPro [Master Control Panel, V-QuickLink, and Link Center]
will close whenever the user Exits/Closes either the V-QuickLink window or the
LinkCenter window. NOTE: On Exit/Close, this will require the entire restart and
login process for the next access to GoldVisionPro, vs. the usual background-
availability of the program windows.
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Configuring Microsoft Office Certificate Acceptance
Office 2000, 2003

When loading an AddIn program to a Microsoft Office application, if the application’s
Security is set to High or Medium and the dialog box does not offer the "Always Trust
Macros From This Source" checkbox (e.g., just shows Disable or Enable macros
button), the application is not seeing a digital signature p resent . Whenever present,
check this box to avoid future prompts. See instructions below for adding our certificate
to the "Trusted Certificate Store" if box is not available.

PowerPoint

When the Security is set to Low, the dialog box for Disable, Enable, Trust does not
appear when opening the Addin file, and sometimes the AddIn does not appear to load
when opened. Exit the application and restart the application. The AddIn should now
load, and appear in the Tools - AddIn dialog box. In this box, if there is no "x" next to the
AddIn name, it is not loaded. Select the Addin, THEN select the Load button.

ADDING GoldVision TO THE TRUSTED CERTIFICATE STORE

With Word Security set to High or Medium

1) Start Word

2) At the prompt for loading the macro, select the "Details" button

3) On the General tab, select the "View Certificate" button

4) On the General tab, select the "Install Certificate" button

5) On Wizard, select "Next" button

6) select option button "Place Certificate in following store"

7) select Browse button

8) select the "Trusted Root Cerftificate Store" folder in the list

9) select "Next" button, then "Finish" button, then "Yes" button

10) checkbox for "Always Trust Macros From This Source" should now be available;
select it.

11) Add-In should load on future startups without prompting user.

If the Details button is not available, Security may be set to "Low". Change to
"Medium"”, and try again.

If still unable to access a process to authenticate our certificate, try manually enabling
the add-in on load, and then going to the Visual Basic Editor [Alt+F11 or from the menu
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Tools - Macros - Visual Basic Editor]. Select the add-in from the Project list, and then
go to the menu Tools - Digital Signature. If the add-in does not show a certificate,
select the "Choose" button, and select our certificate from the list. Select the "OK"

button. This should associate the add-in with our certificate, and allow authentication as
described above.
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Creating Form Files for Indexing

Intelli-Entry+
Overview of Indexing Forms
First introduced in v6.0, Indexing Forms are basic text files whose content can be
quickly inserted into the Notes field of a link record. When storing a file, the Form
content is used as “prompts” for user-input of specific additional information that is
useful in “indexing” the file for later search [e.g., “Invoice#="]. Several example Indexing
files are included with the GoldVisionPro installation. As of v6.7.0, the default location
for these files is:

...\GoldVisionPro\Lists\COMMONLISTS\IndexingForms\

The method of making Indexing Forms available in GoldVisionPro involves the following
steps:
Create one or more Indexing Form files, as described below,
Create a List file of the names/locations of the Form files.
Configure the default/User Preferences to point to the List file
[from the MCP menu Preferences | User Settings | User Settings tab |
Misc tab | List box, select Indexing Forms List from the drop-down list,
browse to the List file, and select the OK button to save the setting.]

NOTE: The example List file, “IndexingForms_TOP.VZX_Lst.txt ” can be
used/modified to implement the example Indexing Forms. This file name is
also the default file used for Intelli-Entry, if no file is specified for the user.
Accordingly, Administrators can deploy this capability to all users by using this
file name in creating their entries, and then leaving the file name INI setting
[IndexFormsFile=] empty for each user.

Intelli-Entry+

With the introduction in v6.7.2 of Intelli-Entry+, GoldVisionPro provides a highly
customizable method of indexing files with specific criteria. Intelli-Entry+ expands the
previous use of Indexing Forms, adding the ability to display custom drop-down lists,
calendar date selection, required input, related-value calculations, restricted values, and
abbreviations for displayed values. This ability provides a virtually unlimited number of
custom indexing items, without requiring redesign of the database field structure.

Historical[

The original format of the content of these files was single lines of text, each followed by
a carriage-return. The entire content of a file was added to the Notes when the file was
selected from the Indexing Forms List.]

Customizable data entry

With the introduction of Intelli-Entry+, the format of the Indexing text file now consists of
a first-row-header, followed by rows of entries, each consisting of one or more Items.
The header follows the general layout used in GoldVisionPro’s Intelli-Tracking
Workflows files. Only the header Items that are being used need to be included.
[DisplayTxt is the only required Item].
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In addition to user input of a particular value for an Item, the Intelli-Entry+ format
enables creating custom drop-downs lists and other data entry options described below.

The Indexing Form text files can be created from the Link Center menu View — View
Item File Contents — New, or in any text editor, using a tab between each item and a
carriage return to end each row. [see also the Note at the end of the next section
regarding path values.]

Indexing Forms are accessed by selecting the Intelli-Entry button, in the VQL Link Setup
window or the Link Center window. See “VisionPak-Extended — Intelli-Processing”
for configuring automatic display of specific Intel li-Entry+ items.

Elements of the Indexing Forms Files

Indexing Forms are lists of items that are displayed for user-entry in a two-column grid.
The DisplayTxt items appear in the left column cells as descriptions of the data
expected [e.g., “Expiration_Date="]. The user enters/selects the corresponding value in
the right column cells [e.g., “2009-12-31"].

Both the description and the entered value are stored in the system [e.g.,
“Expiration_Date=2009-12-31"], and are then available by full or partial text search in
GoldVisionPro. This enables broadly searching for any record that includes the
description [e.g., “Expiration_Date="], or even more specifically, any record that includes
the description and a particular value or partial value [e.g., “Expiration_Date=2009” or
“Expiration_Date=2009-12", etc.]. This is particularly useful in subsequent data-mining
of the system to identify contacts for a new activity that targets specific criteria.

In the most basic form, the user enters whatever value is appropriate for an item. Now
with Intelli-Entry+, administrators can also pre-define what values are to be used, and
how that value will appear when it is stored.

The following items are currently available for configuration in the Indexing text files.
The bolded text is the header value[s] that appear in the first row of each file. Each
header item is separated by a tab, and the header row ends with a carriage-return
[newline character]. The corresponding values for these items are entered in
subsequent rows, also separated by a tab and ending each row with a carriage return.
The header row must start with a “;” and may optionally include <List> or Entries> and
must include “DisplayTxt”".

, [semi-colon is required as first character in Header row]

<List> or <Entries> or <Values> [optional — “Entries” files can contain Xref
filenames for Intelli-Processing lists that are ignored while displaying ITW files,
but available from ITW processing. “Values” files in a sequential ITW process
require the <Values> indicator in the header in order to connect to the next
process.]]

DisplayTxt — this is the text the user sees, for making a selection/entry.
o In a Listfile, this is the name of each of the Indexing Forms available.
[“Insurance Claim”, or “Securities Confirm”]
o In a Form file, this is the Indexing Item name/description
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(0]

[“Claim#=", or “Stock_Symbol="]
In a Values file, this text can be a word or phrase, or an abbreviation
representing a particular item or result. Consistent with GoldMine
formatting, such an abbreviation/code can be followed by “//” and a
description that will appear in a drop-down list to assist the user in making
their selection. When selected, only the abbreviation is stored. [e.qg.,
“COM//Received-Complete”, stores as “COM"].

As an alternative, GoldVisionPro allows for transposing the order of
description /abbreviation, to facilitate more intuitive lookups of the
description rather than the abbreviation. This is differentiated by using ‘///”
to separate the Description and the Abbreviation. [The previous example
above in this format would be “Received-Complete///COM”. The value
stored would still be “COM”.] This can be particularly helpful when the
description is more familiar than the abbreviation, as in the case with
Stock Symbols such as “Chevron///CVX” and “Southwest Airlines///[LUV”".

In a VALUES file, duplicate entries can be made [e.g., to match the
number of values in DEPENDENT items.] However, as this item must be
unique, duplicate entries should be entered followed by “|number”. For
example:

Xref_File — path and name of the reference/source file for this item. In a List file,
this is the name of each Form file. In Form files and Values files, this is left
blank. [see Note below on Path syntax, and Intelli-Entry option.]

Format — how the value is stored when entered. This can indicate Number or
Date formats, to assure consistent entry. [see “Syntax for Intelli-Entry+"]

Entry — the source/status of the value for an Item. In a Form file, this entry can
be used to:

limit the possible values for an item to only those provided in this Item’s
Values list.

indicate completion of an item is mandatory.

automatically append a date to the DisplayTxt for this item.

automatically prompt the user with a particular relevant date value
automatically display an Intelli-Process Entry list for user completion.

item. [Can be used in conjunction with entry in DefaultVal for calculation.]
[see “Syntax for Intelli-Entry+"]

can be designated for an item by referencing a List file the Indexing forms in the
Xref position.]

When
using “-“, all items except the listed-number items are displayed.
This allows for the use of “master-ltem-lists” when designing Intelli-
Entry processes.

Values —in a Forms file, this is the path and name of the file containing the
values for this item, which will appear to the user in a drop-down list for selection.
[see Note below on Path syntax.] Alternatively, individual values can be entered
in this area, separated by the vertical character “|”, for the drop-down list.

NOTE: When these files are saved through View Item File Contents in GoldVisionPro,
the path entry for each Xref_File and Values file is evaluated, and the current list file
storage path is replaced with “Path:\”, and the parent path is replaced with “\Path:\ ”.
This allows GoldVisionPro to load these files from their current relative location, even if
the drive/path has changed since the file was stored, without having to revise all the
individual Xref File and Values file entries.

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Managing/Implementing
Multiple Configurations of GoldVisionPro
on the same system

A powerful feature of GoldVisionPro is the ability to AutoStart the program with different
configurations. This capability has many applications, including:
Pre-configuring different database contact sets for different users, groups,
company divisions, corporate entities, etc.
ASP deployment leveraging a single installation, or multiple installations at
the same site.
Easily selecting a laptop installation or a network installation from the same
machine with a simple shortcut.
Evaluating new configurations of the program on the same system as the
existing configuration(s).
Evaluating a new version of the program on the same system as the existing
version.
Deploying a new version of the program throughout an entire organization by
changing one line of one file; with both new and old version(s) still intact and
distinct.

The patent-pending architecture of this capability employs the following general
process:

VzxSelect

The VzxSelect.exe program is the “Vision-deX” startup application for each user
accessing the system. The program can be located at any convenient location on the
network, but should be the same location for everyone accessing the installation. When
started, the program reads the “VzxCONFIGS.VZX” file which MUST be located in the
same folder as the VzxSelect.exe program.

VzxCONFIGS.VZX

The VzxCONFIGS.VZX file is a text-file list of the full-path-names of multiple “GVP.INI"-
type configuration files. Each individual “GVP.INI” file in the list can have its own name
[does not need to be named “GVP.INI"] and can be located in any network-accessible
path. Each file in the list can also be “titled” for identification, by adding a tab-character
after the filename, and then a descriptive title, followed by a carriage return. The “Title”
of the file will display for the user as the program starts, to confirm the configuration
being used.

“GVP.INI"

The GVP.INI configuration file is created when GoldVisionPro installs, and contains the
database location and contact set information; program installed location, other system
settings, as well as the default settings for a new user. This file can be copied, modified
and renamed to represent different system settings, so that GoldVisionPro will startup
with different parameters when that file is used. [e.g, GoldMine location, Contact Set,
User defaults, etc.]
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Selecting a Configuration

By default [no command line switch used] the VzxSelect program will retrieve the first
file listed in the VZzxCONFIGS.VZX file. Alternately, if a “/c:#” switch is passed in the
command line, VzxSelect will retrieve the file listed in the line-number specified in the
switch. For example, “\VzxSelect.exe /c:3” would retrieve the third file listed in the
VzxCONFIGS.VZX file.

From that retrieved “GVP.INI"-type file, VzxSelect will read the InstalledDir: key value to
determine the path for the VzxStart.exe program, which in turn starts the GoldVisionPro
Master Control Panel program with all the settings from the specified “GVP.INI"-type file
rather than the default GVP.INI file in its \INI subfolder.

NOTE: One installation of GoldVisionPro can be configured/licensed to access more
than one installation/license of GoldMine. For example, separate business divisions
that each have their own separate GoldMine installations on separate servers, can all
use the same single GoldVisionPro installation on a single server, by properly
configuring specific “GVP.INI"-type files and “GVPLicense.INI"-type files, as well as
designating different folders for INI and Log files for each installation.

If the specified “GVP.INI"-type file is configured for a different GoldMine installation than
the original GVP.INI file, it will need to specify the path and name of the corresponding
GVPLicense.INI file [does not need to be named “GVPLicense.INI"] for that GM license.
This appears in the [System] section, with the Key of “LicINI”. Designating different INI
and Log folder paths [than the default \INI and \Log paths] will allow separate USER.INI
and Log files to be created/used for the specified configuration [while still employing the
same application executables].

Configuring a Different Contact Set

The VzxSelect program can be used to access different contact sets with the same
GoldMine installation. This is accomplished by creating a designated “GVP.INI"-type file
for this additional configuration, as mentioned above. When configuring access to
another Contact set, two settings must be specified in the “GVP.INI” file for this
configuration.

DBF systems. Only two entries in the new “GVP.INI” file need to be modified to access
a different Contact Set in a DBF system. These are the “CommonDir” entry in the
[System] section, and the “CSDatabase” entry in the [DBF] section. For a DBF system,
both the “CommonDir” entry and the “CSDatabase” entry is the full drive/path to the files
for the designated contact set.

SQL Systems If the new Contact set consists of an entire set of GM tables for this set,
including the Lookup table, then just the same two entries need to be modified as in the
DBF system [but in the SQL section]. These are the “CommonDir” entry in the [System]
section, and the “CSDatabase” entry in the [SQL] section. For a SQL system, the
“CommonDir” entry is the Contact Set Alias as it appears in GoldMine, and the
“CSDatabase” entry is the database name as it appears in the SQL Server Enterprise
Manager.

NOTE: If the new SQL Contact set does not include its own Lookup table [uses
the original tables, as DBF systems use those in GMBase], then the following
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entries should be modified in addition to those mentioned above. These are the
“BaseCommonDir” entry in the [System] section, and the “BaseCS” entry in the
[SQL] section. The “BaseCommonDir” entry is the Contact Set Alias of the
original contact set where the tables exist, as it appears in GoldMine, and the
“BaseCS” entry is the database name for that same original contact set as it
appears in the SQL Server Enterprise Manager

Configuring Using a Local GoldVisionPro program whe n accessing a Network
Installation

In instances of using an “undocked” machine while connected to another system, [e.qg.,
an “undocked” laptop being connected to the company system during an office visit], it
is possible to use the GoldVisionPro program that is installed on the local machine to
access the central GoldMine system, rather than using the central GoldVisionPro
program. This allows the user to use their local GoldVisionPro license, so that their
UserID and Machine do not require a second authorization in the central system’s
GoldVisionPro License Manager.

1) Copy the GVP.INI file used in the central GoldVisionPro program to the
GoldVisionPro INI folder on the local machine, renaming it as something descriptive,
such as “Main Office GVP.INI". This might look like:

C:\Program Files\GoldVisionPro\V6\INI\Main Office GVP.INI

2) Open this new file in a text editor such as Notepad and edit the following two lines
under the [System] section at the beginning of the file:

a) Change the “InstalledDir” entry to match the “InstalledDir” entry in the GVP.INI file
normally used on this local machine. This might look like:
InstalledDir=C:\Program Files\GoldVisionPro\V6

b) Set the “LocalValidateINI” entry [should be blank] to point to the GVP.INI file
normally used on this local machine. This might look like:
LocalValidateINI=C:\Program Files\GoldVisionPro\V6\INNGVP.INI

Save the changes to this new file.

3) Create another entry in the VZxConfigs.VZX file for this new INI file, as previously
described. When connected to a central system, start the VzxSelect program with a
switch that points to this entry. The local GoldVisionPro program will start, accessing
the central GoldMine system.

NOTE: The local “undocked” GoldVisionPro license must be an authorized sub-license
of the central GoldVisionPro license and each Activation must be currently valid on the
respective system.

Starting VzxSelect for General Use

On a non-complex installation, most users could simply use a shortcut to the central
VzxSelect program without any “/c:#” command line switch. The configuration for all
these users would be the first file listed in the VzxCONFIGS.VZX file. [NOTE: Using the
command line switch “/c:1” would also result in the same startup configuration]
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Starting VzxSelect for a Specific Configuration

All users of a particular configuration could use a shortcut to the VzxSelect program with
the same “/c:#” command line switch for the number of their file. The configuration for
all these users would be the file listed on the specified line in the VzxCONFIGS.VZX file.

Evaluating A New Configuration

System Administrators can easily create a different “GVP.INI"-type file and add its
location to the end of the list [or some unused line number] in the VzxCONFIGS.VZX
file, along with an appropriate title [e.g.. “Test New HR Configuration”]. This
configuration can then be easily tested by using a “/c:#” switch to start the appropriate
number configuration, without impacting other users.

Evaluating A New Version of the Program

After installing the “next” version of GoldVisionPro [e.g., perhaps v6.5 in a path such as
“...\GoldVisionPro\v6.5\"] the System Administrator can add its new “GVP.INI” file
location [*...\GoldVisionPro\v6.5\INI|GVP.INI"] to the end of the list [or some unused line
number] in the VZxCONFIGS.VZX file, along with an appropriate title [e.g.. “Test New
GVP Ver6.5"]. This configuration can then be easily tested by using a “/c:#” switch to
start the appropriate number configuration, without impacting other users.

Deploying A New Version of the Program

After successfully evaluating the “next” version of GoldVisionPro as described above,
the System Administrator can simply substitute the new “GVP.INI” file path/name in the
first line of the VzxCONFIGS.VZX file, as the default startup configuration. Alternately,
a copy of VzxSelect stored in a different folder can be used to test all the existing
configurations in its VZzxCONFIGS.VZX file modified for the new version settings. When
completed, this entirely new VzxCONFIGS.VZX file can simply be copied over the
active VzxCONFIGS.VZX file, making the new version active for every user when they
next restart the program.

Planning today for future differentiation

If no different configurations are in-place today, still use multiple lines of the
VzxCONFIGS.VZX file, just repeating the same configuration file name, so that users
are configured from the start with different /c:#'s on their workstations [for example, by
department or company division]. Then when a different configuration file applies to
those users, it can be deployed simply by changing the file name in the line that group
already accesses in the VzxCONFIGS.VZX file.
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Auto Path-Redirection and Web File-Access

This function is intended to allow System Administrators to designate certain

file paths to be substituted when retrieving links in the GoldVisionPro Link Center. Files
may have been originally linked in GoldMine in one location [local, My Documents], but
have been moved to another location [network, D:\Data\Links]. Or they may have
previously been on one network drive [S:\] but have since been moved to another drive
[K:\]. However, the links still point to the original file locations, which would result in a
"FILE NOT FOUND" error in GoldVisionPro or GoldMine.

This function enables an automatic redirection to the new alternate location for the
search -- THE LINK IS NOT CHANGED.

NOTE: Web address redirection. This same capability can be used to reference a web
location for a file instead of the network drive path. This requires that some part of the
file path is also accessible as a valid internet web address, and that appropriate access
security has been put in place. For example, the network path “D:\Files\Public\” may
also be the web address “http:www.mycompany.com/pubfiles/”. This can enable
remote users to access files over the Internet without keeping copies of the physical
files on their undocked computer. However, this should be tested by the System
Administrator to assure that the applications that will open these files are capable of
working with a web file-address.

To make this simply an alternate VzxSelect configuration from the standard
GoldVisionPro process, create an alternate INI folder with a separate VxSubstitution.INI
file that configures this redirection [see below]. This INI folder would be referenced in a
copy of the GVP.INI file, in the setting “INIDir=" showing the full path name of the new
folder. The full path name of this copy of the GVP.INI file would be added as another
entry in the VzxCONFIGS.VZX file. This allows the user to simply use a different
configuration number for the VzxSelect to start GoldVisionPro. [see the section,
“Selecting a Configuration” in “Managing/Implementing Multiple Configurations of
GoldVisionPro on the same system”).

Configuring the VxSubstitution.INI
The underlying VxSubstitution.INI file is automatically created [with empty entries] in the
GoldMine System Directory when installing GoldVisionPro. It has these entries:

[Find_Replace]
SubstitutionCount=0
FindThis(1)=
ReplaceWith(1)=

NOTE: These entries must be manually edited in a text editor.

When the GoldVisionPro Link Center program starts, it reads-in the number of paths
designated by the SubstitutionCount key in the VVxSubstitution.INI file. [The default
SubstitutionCount=0 means no paths get loaded.] The syntax for configuring paths in
the INI file is simple:

the FindThis(1) key is the name of the path to be replaced [no space after =]
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the ReplaceWith(1) key is the new path to be used. [no space after =]

Additional paths may be added, by giving each entry a sequentially higher number, for
example:

FindThis(2)=
ReplaceWith(2)=
FindThis(3)=
ReplaceWith(3)=

etc. There is no specific limit to the number of paths that can be entered, but program
performance may suffer if the list is fairly long, as each link is compared to each path
that exists.

NOTE: When all paths are configured, the number in the SubstitutionCount key
controls how many paths are read-in by the Link Cen  ter. To read all the
configured paths, enter the highest number used.

For example:

[Find_Replace]

SubstitutionCount=3

FindThis(1)=C:\Documents and Settings\Administrator\My Documents\
ReplaceWith(1)=D:\Data\Links\

FindThis(2)=S:\

ReplaceWith(2)=K:\

FindThis(3)=D:\Data\GoldMine\Links\

ReplaceWith(3)=D:\Data\Links\

The SubstitutionCount=3 will cause entry-pairs 1, 2 and 3 to be read-in when the Link
Center starts. If the entry is left as SubstitutionCount=0, no paths are read-in, even
though three pairs are all listed in the INI file. Also, if the entry is set to
SubstitutionCount=2, then only the first two entry-pairs are used; if set to 1, then only
entry-pair(1) is read-in. Non-sequential numbering won't be recognized, so a sequence
of 1,2,4 is three entry-pairs, but without setting the SubstitutionCount=4, the program
will NOT read-in the number 4 entry-pair.

Function in the Link Center

When the GoldVisionPro Link Center program starts, it reads-in the number of paths
designated by the SubstitutionCount key in the VxSubstitution.INI file, and stores those
path names and their alternates in a list [in memory -- must restart Link Center for
changes to list].

In any Link Center search, as the various links are retrieved as database records from
GoldMine, they are then loaded into a list that is then displayed in the Link Center.

With this new function, as each link is put in the list, the FullPathName for the linked file
is checked against the stored list of designated paths and their new alternates. If the
linked file's path is one of the designated paths, the corresponding alternate path is
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substituted for the path stored in the link, as the information is loaded into the Link
Center list [just for the list entry, NO CHANGE IS MADE TO THE LINK].

So, for example, if the designated entries were:

[Find_Replace]

SubstitutionCount=2

FindThis(1)=C:\Documents and Settings\Administrator\My Documents\
ReplaceWith(1)=D:\Data\Links\

FindThis(2)=S:\

ReplaceWith(2)=K:\

then as links were loaded in the Link Center, the file
S:\Links\myfile.doc
would be listed as
K:\Links\myfile.doc
and the file
C:\Documents and Settings\Administrator\My Documents\myOtherfile.xlIs
would be listed as
D:\Data\Links\myOtherfile.xls
The Link Center check for the file's existence is run AFTER the new path is substituted,

avoiding the "FILE NOT FOUND" error for missing or orphan links, if the file is actually
in the new location.

NOTE: When using a web address substitution, the web address must start with “http”
in order to be recognized by GoldVisionPro. When launching a file containing a web
address, GoldVisionPro will start the application that is associated with the selected file
type before attempting to launch the file. NOT ALL APPLICATIONS ARE CAPABLE OF
USING A WEB ADDRESS TO OPEN A FILE. A file type can be configured to open in a
browser rather than launch the associated application first. To set this feature, in the
GoldVisionPro User INI file, in the Options section, enter the file extension[s] in the key
“BrowserFileTypes”. For example:

[Options]
BrowserFileTypes=,pdf,txt,
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Configuring GoldVisionPro with iGoldMine-Plus
GoldVisionPro v6 can be used in a variety of remote-session environments such as
iGoldMine Plus, Citrix, Terminal Server, and Windows Remote Desktop, to provide
online access to your Enterprise Content Management system.

The iGoldMine Plus program differs from the basic iGoldMine program in that the Plus
version allows access to other programs besides GoldMine through the same remote
connection.

NOTE: The iGoldMine Plus session does not display a Windows System Tray at the
bottom of the user’s screen, as normally appears on a user’s workstation [bottom-right
area where clock appears]. This has an implication in the normal use of GoldVisionPro,
as access to its Master Control Panel occurs by right-clicking the GoldVisionPro icon in
the System Tray. In order to properly end a GoldVisionPro session, users should
always select the “Exit” menu item in the Master Control Panel.

As the Windows System Tray is not visible in iGoldMine Plus, GoldVision has added a
feature in v6 for accessing the Master Control Panel menu during an iGoldMine Plus
session. By starting GoldVisionPro with a “/s” command-line switch in the iGoldMine
Plus session, the program will “show” a minimized window at the bottom area of the
session. When this minimized window is left-clicked, it will launch the Master Control
Panel menu. The menu remains visible until a menu-item is selected, or another
window/program in the session is selected.

Setup
1. On the server where the iGoldMine Plus is installed, start the central

VzxSelect.exe program to assure that GoldVisionPro is installed and available to
users of this machine. If functioning properly, the program can be closed at this
time. If GoldVisionPro is not functioning, see the installation and configuration
instructions for the program.

Remember that this machine must be in the Authorized Machine list in the
GoldVisionPro License Manager. Also, in order for more than one person
to be using GoldVisionPro on a machine at the same time [multiple
sessions; “virtual” machines], the machine must be Authorized for an
equal number of seats. For example, in order to have five users
simultaneously logged-in to GoldVisionPro on this one machine, then this
machine name must be added/appear five-times in the Authorized
Machine List in the License Manager.

2. Start the iGoldMine Plus Cluster Manager, go to the Applications tab and select
the Add button.

3. Enter the Display name [e.g. GoldVisionPro] that will appear to users.

4. Click the Browse button to the right of the “Executable Path” textbox, and select
the VzxSelect.exe program on your system. NOTE: If the path for this program
appears as a mapped network drive, you may have to substitute the full UNC
path in order for iGoldMine Plus to “find” the program.
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5. In the “Start Directory” textbox, use the same path as the “Executable Path”.

6. In the “Command-Line Options” textbox, enter /s for the Master Control Panel
“show” switch. If a specific VzxSelect configuration should be used, also add the
appropriate /c:# switch [see Multiple Configuration options]. NOTE: There should
be a blank space between each switch [e.g., “/s /c:37].

7. Click OK. VzxSelect should now appear in the list of Installed Applications in the
Applications tab. When a user logs-in to an iGoldMine Plus session, the
GoldVisionPro icon will appear in the session window, and can be clicked to start
the program in the session window.
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Working In Terminal Services

In some instances, automatically starting multiple programs when a TS session is first
initiated can cause the TS session to “hang”. In order to work around this TS problem,
GoldVisionPro can be configured to “wait” while other processes complete, so that the
startup can proceed successfully.

To use this feature, use a “/w:” switch in the VzxSelect shortcut command line, followed
by the number of seconds to “Wait”. For example:

...\GoldVisionPro\VzxSelect.exe /w:30
will pause the GoldVisionPro startup process for 30 seconds while other programs load,

and then continue the startup. A count-down/progress bar is displayed during this
pause, to help measure the actual time required should adjustment be necessary.
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Adding GoldVisionPro to the GM Taskbar

Useful shortcuts to GoldVisionPro can be installed as icons on the GoldMine Taskbar.
These enable users to quickly find/store files for the current contact, and provide an
alternative to the Links tab, so that it can be removed by the System Administrator.

1) In GoldMine, display the Taskbar [from the menu “Window”, select “Taskbar”].

2) Right-click the top of the now visible Taskbar, and select “Add New Group” from
the pop-up menu.

3) Enter a name for the Group [if you are creating different taskbars for different
entities/departments, you may want to indicate this in the name, e.g.,
“GoldVisionPro — Sales”]

4) If you are logged into GM as a Master user, you can choose to include this new
taskbar group in the Global Group from the checkbox in this window. This makes
the new GoldVisionPro taskbar available to all users from this one installation.

5) Select OK, and the new group will appear in the taskbar as an empty section.

6) Right-click in the empty section, and select “Add New Item”. The “Taskbar Group
Item Selection” window will appear.

7) From the “Item Type” box drop-down list, select “External Application”. This will
display the entry fields for the GoldVisionPro icons.

8) Enter the Caption text to appear for the program being added.

9) Select the button to the right of the Application box, to Browse to the file on the
network that should be launched when the user clicks this icon. Double-click the
filename displayed. The Start Directory and Icon File should automatically appear
in the boxes below. Command Line entries can also be added, as shown below.

For example:
[Optional]
Caption Application [Browse to:] Command Line
GVP Find Files ...\GoldVisionPro\v6\GoldVisionPro.exe /get
[or open Link Center for New Search]  /getNEW
GVP Console ...\GoldVisionPro\v6\GoldVisionPro.exe  /list
GVP Store Files ...\ GoldVisionPro\v6\VQuicKLink.exe /get
[or open VQL for New Contact Search]  /getNEW
GVP Start ...\ GoldVisionPro\VzxSelect.exe [see Note below]
GVP User Options ...\ GoldVisionPro\v6\GVOptions.exe options

10) Select OK. The new icon will appear on the taskbar. Repeat the process for all
the icons desired. The next time the user starts GM, the new taskbar will be
available.

The “/get” Command Line switch opens the program and “gets” the contact record
that is currently active in GoldMine.
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The “/list” Command Line switch opens the program and displays the Intelli-Lists
Console window.

Note on VzxSelect:

ffindUserID

The “/find” switch initiates a search of the local workstation current session
Desktop for VzxSelect shortcuts for the specified UserID. If one shortcut is found
for this UserlD, then the switches in that shortcut are used to start the VzxSelect
program. If more than one shortcut is found for this UserID, a window opens with
a list of all the shortcuts found, for selection by the user. If no shortcuts are
found, the program starts using the default setup.

This switch is particularly helpful in creating a generic icon for VzxSelect on the
GoldMine Global Taskbar. When adding the VzxSelect item to the GM taskbar,
the "Command Line:” setting can be designated as “/find”, and then select the
arrow to the right of the box to select “User details — User name”. This will insert
the replaceable parameter “**username**” after the “/find” switch. This will look
like:

ffind*username**

When individual users select the icon during their GM session, their active
UserID is automatically added to the “/find” switch, and used in the shortcut
search. In this way, the program can respond to individual users from a generic
setting. In addition, if users store their password in their local Desktop shortcut,
then the program can automatically login on startup from this same icon.

/show
The “/show” switch displays all the configurations listed in the VzxCONFIGS file,

and allows the user to select an individual configuration for startup. This would
be an alternative to the “/c:” switch.

Notes on Intelli-Tracking:

With the Activation of the Intelli-Tracking Workflows tool set, additional icons can
be added to the GM Taskbar to directly access GoldVisionPro’s Intelli-Tracking
windows in the V-QuickLink and/or the Link Center. The syntax follows the
setups above using the “/get” command line, then adding additional items, as

follows:

/getCTI displays the Create Tracking Items window for the active Contact.

/getVTI displays the View Tracking Items window for the active Contact
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/getVTI+P+C displays the View Tracking Items window for the active Contact,
and retrieves both Pending [+P] and Completed [+C] Tracking
Items for this Contact. [Can be set to only +P, or only +C as well.]
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Configuring A Scheduled Shutdown

GoldVision has introduced new forms of shutdown processing in v6.7.2 with the addition
of several options for closing GoldVisionPro on an automated basis. This allows
System Administrators to schedule system maintenance, while assuring that
applications that remain running are cleanly exited.

NOTE: All releases of GoldVisionPro v6.x have always allowed for deliberate exiting of
all sessions by the System Administrator by selecting the “Logout All” button in the Vzx
License Manager window. The new capabilities allow for an unattended shut down to
be scheduled as well. Options 1 and 2 can be easily implemented from a batch file run
with the Windows Scheduler program [e.g., menu All Programs | Accessories | System
Tools | Scheduled Tasks]. Option 3 incorporates an internal timer within GoldVisionPro.

1. Closing ALL active sessions of GoldVisionPro. This is the recommended method
of assuring all instances of GoldVisionPro that are running on the network are
cleanly exited. It is executed by adding a simple “switch” to the command line
when calling the VzxSelect program [the standard startup program for
GoldVisionPro] in a simple batch file [.bat].

Calling this program in this manner initiates the same process as the “Logout All
button in the Vzx License Manager. All active session of GoldVisionPro are
cancelled in the VzxService/VzxServer, which in turn initiates a program Exit for
the GoldVisionPro Master Control Panel of each workstation running
GoldVisionPro. NOTE: the cycle-time for this process will vary with internal
network traffic, usually commencing in 10-60 seconds from calling the process.

The syntax for this process is:
drive:\path\GoldVisionPro\VzxSelect.exe /forcelogout@MachinelD.Port#

The drive/path is the network path to the VzxSelect program, and the MachinelD
and Port# are the same as the information configured in the VZX License
Manager for the location of the VzxService. This is the name of the machine [
e.g., “Server01”] and the port assigned to GoldVisionPro [e.g., “12399"]. An
example of this would be:

G:\Data\GoldVisionPro\VzxSelect.exe /forcelogout@Server01.12399

This process can be initiated from any workstation/server on the system that has
access to the location of the VzxSelect.exe program. It only needs to be called
once to close ALL active sessions.

2. Close an individual session of GoldVisionPro. This method will only exit the
GoldVisionPro session currently running on the same workstation. Itis also
executed by adding a simple “switch” to the command line when calling the
VzxSelect program [the standard startup program for GoldVisionPro] in a simple
batch file [.bat].
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Calling this program in this manner initiates the same process as the “Exit” menu
item in the GoldVisionPro Master Control Panel, immediately closing the
program.

The syntax for this process is:
drive:\path\GoldVisionPro\VzxSelect.exe /logout

The drive/path is the network path to the VzxSelect program. An example of this
would be:

G:\Data\GoldVisionPro\VzxSelect.exe /logout

This process can be initiated from any workstation/server on the system that
is/might be currently running GoldVisionPro. It only closes the active session on
the machine where it was called.

3. Close a session of GoldVisionPro at a specified time. This method will only exit
the GoldVisionPro session currently running on the same workstation. However,
it is configured as part of the standard program startup, and therefore can be
implemented for every user from a single setting.

Starting GoldVisionPro in this manner sets an internal timer that will initiate the
same process as the “Exit” menu item in the GoldVisionPro Master Control
Panel, closing the program at a specified time of day.

This method is implemented by adding a tab and a simple “switch” within the
VzxCONFIGS.Vzx file, after the Title for each entry. This is the configuration file
that is read by the VzxSelect program [the standard startup program for
GoldVisionPro]. The sequence of the entries on each line of the
VzxCONFIGS.Vzx file is as follows:

Path\GVP.INI <tab> Title <tab> “switch”

The syntax of the “switch” for this process is:

/logout@hour:minute or,
/logout@hour:minute-DDD or,
/logout@hour:minute-yyyy-mm-dd or,

/logout@hour:minute-mm-dd

For example:

To set a time of 5:30 PM today, the setting would be:
/logout@17:30

To set a time of 12:30 AM tomorrow, the setting would be:
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/logout@24:30

To set a time of 2:30 AM, the day after tomorrow, the setting would be:
/logout@50:30

To set a time of 2:30 AM, every Saturday, the setting would be:
/logout@02:30-SAT

To set atime of 5:30 PM, on July 3, 2009, the setting would be:
/logout@17:30-2009-07-03

To set a time of 5:30 PM, every December 31st, the setting would be:
/logout@17:30-12-31

This process can be initiated from any workstation/server on the system as it

starts GoldVisionPro. It only schedules the close of the active session on the
machine where it was called.
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Working With List Files

Creating/Configuring Multiple Title Lists

As of v6.7, GoldVisionPro accommodates multiple lists for Titling documents.
Administrators can now create simple text files of title values, and group them together
for access through one “Top” text file. The “Top” file can be different for each user, if
desired. Also, each user can designate the default title list within the “Top” group, to be
used on startup. Users can change the active Title list, and preview all available lists,
by selecting the F2 key while in the Title textbox in either the Link Setup window of the
VQL, or in the Link Center.

Structure of a Title List

With v6.7, GoldVision introduced a new multi-functional VZX text file structure of related
files that is easy to use for several tasks. For creating a Title List, only the first element,
“DisplayTxt”, of the list file is needed. Throughout the use of VZX text files, the
“DisplayTxt” entries are the text that is displayed to the user in GoldVisionPro, usually
as an item that can be selected.

As of v6.8.3, any GoldMine field Lookup List can be used as a Title List. See the
section below, “Configuring a GoldMine Lookup List as a Title List”.

See “VisionPak-Extended — Intelli-Processing” for m ore advanced configuring of
Title Lists to automate the display of specific Int elli-Entry+ items.

Step 1:
In the Link Center, go to the menu “Tracking Items — View Item File Contents”.
In the View Files window, select the menu File — New.

Step 2:
- In the column named DisplayTxt, in the selected cell, type the name of the title value/prefix
[e.g., “Letter — “], and press the Enter key.

Step 3:
- From the menu, select Edit — Insert — Row — Below. [or press the F4 key]

In the same column, enter the next value in the new row; press the Enter key.

Repeat until all values are listed

Step 4:
- Select the menu File - Save —Title List.

Type in a name for the file, and select the folder where it will be stored on the system [e.g.,

GoldVisionPro\Lists\COMMONLISTS\TitleLists]

Press the Save button.

NOTE: If more lists are needed, select the menu File — New, and repeat the process for another
Title List file.
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When completed, the contents of a Title List File might look like the following:

;<Entries>DisplayTxt
Application

Check

Contract

Invoice

Letter -

When all the Title List files have been created, create the “Top” Title list file, that can be
used to select the sub lists.

Step 5:
- Inthe View Files window, select the menu File — New.

In the column named DisplayTxt, in the selected cell, type a “Category” name for the first Title List

[e.g., “General “, or “Accounting”, or “Human Resources”] that describes its entries, and press the

Enter key.

Now associate one of the files created above to correspond to that description. This is the reference
file.

In the same row, but in the next column named Xref_File, select the drop-down arrow.
From the drop-down list, select the item “<Select File>". This will open a dialog box for you to
Browse to the files you have just created.

Select the Title List file to be used when a user selects this Title name. The file name now
appears in this Xref_File cell.

Step 6:
- From the menu, select Edit — Insert — Row — Below.

In the DisplayTxt column, enter a name for the next title list in the new row; press the Enter key.

In the next column, once again Browse to the next file to be used when a user selects this Title

name

Repeat until all Title List files are listed

Step 7:
- Select the menu File - Save —Title List.
Type in a name for the file, and select the folder where it will be stored on the system.

NOTE: While this file can have ay name, we recommend that you use some indicator to differentiate

this list from other list files, such as adding “_ TOP” in the file name. [e.qg.,
“AllTitleLists_TOP.VZX.txt"]

When completed, the contents of a TOP Title List File might look like the following:

;DisplayTxt Xref_File

General Path:\GeneralTitles.Vzx_Lst.txt
Accounting Path:\AccountingTitles.Vzx_Lst.txt
Financial Path:\FinancialTitles.Vzx_Lst.txt

Human Resources Path:\\HumanResourcesTitles.Vzx_Lst.txt
Insurance Path:\InsuranceTitles.Vzx_Lst.txt

Sales Path:\SalesTitles.Vzx_Lst.txt

Step 8:

Configure the User settings for the Title Lists
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From the MCP menu — Preferences - User Settings Configuration, on the User
Settings tab, select the Miscellaneous tab.

In the “List” drop-down box, select the entry for “All Title Lists”.

Use the Browse List Folder button to select the location of the “Top” list of all title
Lists for this user.

Select the “Top” Title List file that appears in the list to the right. The full path
and name of that file should now appear in the File box above.

Next, again in the List drop-down box, select “Default Title List”, and use the
same Browse and select methods to designate this user’s default Title list file to
load on startup.

NOTE: If you have also designated a User Defined Field F2 Lookup List as a Title
List, this list will be automatically added to the other available lists when the
program starts.

NOTE: Users can view all the available lists, preview the contents of each list, and
set the active list, by pressing the F2 key while in the Title textbox of the
Link Setup window or the Link Center.

Configuring A Search Title List

Title lists are available in the GoldVisionPro Link Center to facilitate user-searching for
stored documents. In this way, the naming conventions used when storing files are
readily accessible for user-selection when retrieving files.

In addition, a Title list can be used as a convenient method of storing search-criteria for
easy access. GoldVisionPro has powerful capabilities for sophisticated searching, and
a Title list makes it easy for Administrators to configure syntax for special searches that
the user can select from a defined list.

The following example is a Title list for file-type searches:

;<Entries>DisplayTxt
; This list is search-syntax that can be used in the GV Link Center
Document Files ///.do+OR+.pdf

Graphics Files ///.png+OR+.gif+OR+.jpg+OR+.bmp+OR+.ico

Internet E-Mail ///.eml

Spreadsheets ///.xI

Web Pages ///.htm+OR+cookie_

In this example the GoldVisionPro-syntax for description/abbreviation is used [see
Intelli-Entry+ description of DisplayTxt]. The left-side description is a “title” for the
search, making it easy for users to identify what file-types the search will return. The
right-side is the search-syntax that will remain in the Text Search box when the user
makes their selection.

Such a list is also helpful when used in conjunction with GoldVisionPro’s ability to
EXCLUDE items in a SubSearch. [See “Retrieving and Working With Files” in the
GoldVisionPro Operations manual.] In the example above, this gives the user the ability
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to quickly remove all the unwanted items returned in their search [e.g., when searching
for documents for a Contact, remove all the graphics files linked to emails that bloat the
list of returned files.]

Configuring a GoldMine Lookup List as a Title List

Any drop-down list for a GoldMine field [known as a Lookup List] can be configured for
use as a Title List in GoldVisionPro. Add each list in the TOP Titles List, with the
GoldMine field name designated in the Values column. For example:

;<Entries>DisplayTxt  Values
My _Key5 List GM_LIST<KEY5>
My_UserDef12_List GM_LIST<USERDEF12>
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Creating/Configuring PathLists

As of v6.8, GoldVisionPro accommodates displaying a drop-down list of storage
locations for user selection when storing a file in the Link Setup window. For example,
actual network storage specifications might be:

“G:\Network\Data\Files\Public”
or
“WCompanyServer01\Corporate\HumanResources\Restricted”

As an alternative, this list displays a descriptive “alias” for each network location, such
as
“Public Files”
or
“Restricted Files”
or even
“John’s Files go here”

Not only does this make the selection more user-friendly, it also provides the System
Administrator with the ability to redirect new storage to a different network location by
simply reassigning another network location to the existing alias. This also minimizes
re-training users when changes need to be made, as they can continue selecting their
familiar aliases.

The PathList is created as a text file following the same syntax as other GoldVisionPro
list files. The default PathList file is:

...\GoldVisionPro\Lists\COMMMONLISTS\PathLists\VzxPathList.VZX_Lst.txt

This is the file that will be used by GoldVisionPro if there is no file designated in the
user’s INI settings file. [Alternatively, each user can have their own PathList file, if
necessary, designated in the “PathListFile=" entry in their INI file.]

The two header and row items required for a PathList file are:

DisplayTxt — this is the text the user sees, for making a selection. This would be
the “alias” for the network location.

Xref_File — this is the full network path reference for this item.

For the example above, the PathList file would like:

;DisplayTxt Xref _File
Public Files G:\Network\Data\Files\Public
Restricted Files \CompanyServer01\Corporate\HumanResources\Restricted

NOTE: There is a <tab> between each item, as in all GoldVisionPro list files. There can
be as many entries in the PathList as needed.

NOTE: As of v6.8.3 with the VP+X Tool Set, custom f olders can be designated
within the PathList file. In addition, custom fold er definitions can be assigned for
any designated PRIMARY and/or SECONDARY folder. [S ee Section below on
“Configuring Custom Folders...”]
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Creating/Configuring an Intelli-Tracking Workflow
GoldVision has introduced workflow processing in v6.7 with the addition of the optional
“Intelli-Tracking Workflows” tool set. This tool set requires the annual purchase of a
designated Activation that is incorporated in the overall GoldVisionPro Activation file.
Contact GoldVision Software Corp. for more information.

Expanding on the structure described in “Configuring Multiple Title Lists”, a workflow
can be created using inter-related text files. [The actual use of a workflow is addressed
in the GoldVisionPro Operation Instructions manual.]

Overview of Worklfows

GoldVisionPro’s Intelli-Tracking Workflows are based on the creation of Tracking Items,
which are specific Event records in the GoldMine database. [Note: These also can be
easily monitored using GoldMine’s built-in reporting capabilities!] Administrators can
create an entire list of Tracking Items for a particular process. Each time that process is
needed, a user can simply select that named list of items and GoldVisionPro will create
all the items at once. These items can all pertain to a single Contact, or be individually
designated as dually-assigned to the Contact AND a responsible “Third Party”. [e.g.,
when expecting information regarding the Contact that will come from another source,
such as ordering a credit report.]

As the expected activity occurs for these items [information is received, an approval is
made, etc.], each item can be completed within GoldVisionPro’s display of Pending
Items for this Contact. This automatically changes the item’s status in the database
from an outstanding Event to a completed History item. In a more elaborate scenario,
the completion of an item in GoldVisionPro can also be used to automatically create a
new Tracking Item[s]. This allows for a “sequencing” of Tracking Items that inter-relate
the completion of prior items with the initiating of future items — an administered
workflow.

Furthermore, the “completion” can be a selection from a variety of possible Results
[e.g., Received, Approved, Declined, ReSubmit, etc.], each with a different subsequent
next Tracking Item[s]. This provides an unlimited “branching” of sequences that address
every desired process for your office workflows. [See “Viewing The Sequence” at then
end of Example 2 for display of the entire set of sequences/results.]

Structure of the Tracking Item Record

In order to facilitate interaction with other GoldMine processes and make use of existing
Goldmine Reporting capabilities, GoldVisionPro creates the workflow Tracking Items as
special Pending Event-type records in the Cal Table using the GoldMine API. The
default UserID for the records is VZXITEM. As VZXITEM is not an existing UserID,
these records do not appear in any user’s calendar. Should an administrator wish to
view the items in a GoldMine calendar display, they need only add “VZXITEM” as a new
UserID in GoldMine, and then view the calendar for that user. Alternatively, an existing
UserlD can be assigned to an item by default, or ad hoc as the item is activated in
GoldVisionPro [see configuration instructions below].

The default Activity code in GoldMine for these Event records is VZX. When an item is
also assigned to a Third Party Contact, two related Event records are automatically
created, one for each contact. The Activity Code for the record for the primary contact
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is set to VZA, and the Activity Code for the record of the Third Party contact is set to
VZB. The LinkReclID of each Event record is set to the ReclD of the related record.
XML information regarding the contacts is cross-referenced in the Notes field of these
related records.

Structure of the Workflow Setup Files

The Intelli-Tracking Workflows use the new VZX text file structure to create simple inter-
related text files. There are three uses for these files:

1)

2)

3)

List files are the simplest of the three file uses. List files simply group other files
together in related lists. [The TOP file in the Titles Lists is an example of a typical
List File.] List files can reference other list files, which GoldVisionPro can then
display as a multi-level hierarchal tree-structure of groups and sub-groups of
items. [List files appear like “folders” appear in Windows Explorer]. Such a tree-
structure makes it simple for a user to click-through selecting displayed groups,
to quickly reach the list of Items they need for their current process. The
last/lowest selections in this hierarchy of list files are Items files.

Items files contain one or more Tracking Items for a user’s selection. Each item
can be pre-configured for all the typical settings of an Event [Duration, Alarm,
etc.]. In typical use, a user may select all the items in such a file as a designated
workflow. When initiating the workflow, users can also re-configure each
Tracking Item’s settings in GoldVisionPro when appropriate. An Items File can
also reference an associated Values File.

Values files each list all the possible Result Code descriptions for one particular
Tracking Item. In addition to providing the structure to display the result codes,
the Values file can also be used to “chain” the selection of a particular result to
the creation of a new Tracking Item. This accomplished in the Values file by
adding a reference to an Items file for the new Item(s), as well as possibly
designating a specific single Tracking Item in that file.

These text files can be created from the Link Center menu View — View Item File
Contents — New, or in any text editor, using a tab between each item and a carriage
return to end each row. [see also the Note at the end of the next section regarding path
values.]

Elements of the Workflow Setup Files

The following items are currently available for configuration in these text files. The
bolded texts are the header values that appear in the first row of each file. The
corresponding values for these items are entered in subsequent rows.

DisplayTxt — this is the text the user sees, for making a selection. With a
Tracking Item, this is also the text describing the item that will appear in the
Pending list in GoldMine. In a Values file, this text is a three-character Result
Code representing a particular result. Consistent with GoldMine formatting, this
code can be followed by “//” and a description that will appear in a drop-down list
to assist the user in making their selection. When selected, only the three-
character code is stored. [e.g., “COM//Received-Complete”, stores as “COM”]
Xref_File — path and name of the reference file for this item. In a List file, this is
the name of the next sub-list file, or the final Iltems file. In a Values file, this is the
name of the next Items file. In an Items file, this is left blank.
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Entry —in a VALUES file, setting this cell to AUTO “chains” the selection of this
Result to the creation of another Event. The related events created can be all
the items in the Xref_File designated in this row. To create only a single event
from all the events listed in the Xref_File, in the DefaultVal cell of this row enter
the DisplayTxt value of the one entry desired in the Xref_File.

NOTE: In this way a single reference file can have numerous entries, each of
which is called as the result of a different prior event. [see the Sequential
Workflow example.] NOTE: In the TOP List file, the first Item in a sequence has
this cell set to “SEQUENCE".

NOTE: The default Activity created is an “Event” in GoldMine. Other activity-
types can be designated in an Items file by adding the corresponding indicator in
the Entry setting, as follows:

Activity Entry value

Event EVENT [or empty; Event is the default activity-type]
Appointment APPT

Call CALL

Next Action NEXTACT

Other OTHER

To Do TODO

NOTE: When creating a new ITW item, the user may associate a Third Party
contact as the provider of the item on-behalf-of, or in-association-with, the
primary contact. [e.g., the appraiser providing the appraisal on the contact’s
home]. This allows dual-tracking, -completing, and -storing the expected file for
both contacts simultaneously. In addition to the standard method of having the
user search and select the Third Party, a default setting can be configured to
automatically return the appropriate record[s] for user selection, or automatically
assign a specific contact for this item. The Entry syntax for the Third Party
Search [TPS] is:

TPS<GM Field-Name|Field-Value>

For example, the entry of an ITW item could be configured as follows:

;DisplayTxt Entry
Appraisal TPS<KEY3|Appraiser>
Credit Report TPS<ACCOUNTNOI|A8081946759(1VQ{4Car>

In this example, when the user selects the “Find Third Party” button in the “Intelli-
Track Items” window for the entry “Appraisal”, GoldVisionPro will automatically
run a search of the KEY3 field and display all the contacts with a value of
“Appraiser” in that field. [Any primary Contactl field can be used]

For the item “Credit Report”, a specific contact is automatically assigned without
requiring user-selection, by designating the TPS field as ACCOUNTNO, and
using the GoldMine Account value for the desired contact.

SelOnLoad - in an Items file, when set to TRUE, this row item will automatically
show as Selected when the user chooses this list of items. When left blank, the
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user must select this individual item in order for it to be included in the process.
This allows administrators to designate certain items as always needed in a
workflow, and leave other items selectable by the user as needed. In a List file
that references an Items file, when set to TRUE, this will automatically show all
the Items in the referenced file as Selected, regardless of the settings within the
Items file. In this way, an Items file can be referenced from one location and
have all items selected, and also be referenced from another location and have
only the internally-designated items selected.

DefaultvVal — in a Tracking Items file, can be set to a numeric value [e.g., 10] that
will determine the number of days [Event Duration] expected for this item to be
received/completed. In a Values file, can be set to the DisplayTxt entry of the
desired item in an Xref_File, to trigger the creation of the next Event.

SetAlarm — when set to TRUE, this will activate the GoldMine alarm for this
Event, for the Event UserID. NOTE: If the UserID has been left set to the default
VZXITEM, the alarm may not be visible to anyone on the system.
AlarmDuration — can be set to a numeric value [e.g., 9] that will be used to
calculate the number of days from creation of the record until the alarm is
triggered.

AlarmTime - can be set to the hour of day [24:00] the alarm will be triggered.
EventUser — blank by default, in which case the EventUserID assigned to the
new record will be VZXITEM. An existing specific UserID can be assigned in this
entry, if needed. Also, to use the UserID of the user currently creating the
record, enter <vxUserID> in this cell.

SetPrivate — will limit access to this record, making it not visible to anyone but
the EventUser. When this value is set to “1”, the record is set as private.

Values —in an Items file, this is the path and name of the file containing the
result code values for this item.

NOTE: When these files are saved in GoldVisionPro, the path entry for each Xref File
and Values file is evaluated, and the current list file storage path is replaced with
“Path:\”, and the parent path is replaced with “\Path:\". This allows GoldVisionPro to
load these files from their current relative location, even if the drive/path has changed
since the file was stored, without having to revise all the individual Xref File and Values

file entries.
Two example scenarios will be used to explain the Concurrent and
Sequential aspects of configuring these workflows.
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Workflow Examples

Example 1: A Concurrent Workflow

A concurrent workflow is simply the creation of multiple outstanding items all at one
time. For example, a business may need one or more items of information from a
customer, and wants to track the Outstanding/Received status of each of those items.

The items might be personal information, such as the tax returns, salary information,
building appraisal and credit reports needed when applying for a loan. Or they could be
the annual updates of values, sales, and assets needed from a business customer.

We will use a simplified mortgage application process to demonstrate the Concurrent
workflow. In this example, we will setup five documents as outstanding items to be
Tracked in our workflows for two kinds of loans. These five items will be:

Residential Loan
1) Mortgage Application
2) Applicant’'s Paystub
3) Applicant’s Tax Return
4) Credit Report on Applicant
5) Appraisal on Applicant’s home

Commercial Loan
1) Mortgage Application
2) Corporate Financial Statements
3) Corporate Tax Return
4) D&B Report on Corporation
5) Appraisal on Corporation’s building

Collectively, we will refer to the first list of items as the Residential Loan list, and the
second as the Commercial Loan List. [In real life circumstances, many more items
would be included on these lists, and lists can be organized into groups that apply to
different circumstances.]

Step 1: Create the file of Tracking Items which will appear as Pending.

Using the same method as described for Creating a Title List, create a new text file with each of
the five items above appearing in the DisplayTxt column, one to a row.

OPTIONAL: Set default values for each item in the same row. [see prior section, “Elements of
the Workflow Setup Files”]

Next, save this file with a descriptive name for convenience, such as “ResLoanList.VZX.txt".
Use the same process to create a second file with the list of commercial items. Save this file also

with a descriptive name, such as “ComLoanList.VZX.txt".

Step 2: Create a group List file.

Create a new file. In a blank row, type a description such as “Residential Loan” in the DisplayTxt
column. Click on the cell in the XrefFile column next to it, and select the drop-down arrow. From

the drop-down list, select the item “<Select File>". This will open a dialog box for you to Browse
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to the files you have just created in Step 1 above. Select the “ResLoanList.VZX.txt" list file to be
used when a user selects “Residential Loan”.

Insert another row, and repeat the same process adding “Commercial Loan” in the DisplayTxt
column, and browsing to “ComLoanList.VZX.txt” when setting the XrefFile.

Save this file with an appropriate name, such as “AllLoansTOP.VZX.Lst".

Step 3: Configure the User settings for the Intelli-Tracking Lists

From the MCP menu — Preferences - User Settings Configuration, on the User Settings tab,
select the Miscellaneous tab. In the “List” drop-down box, select the entry for “Tracking Items
List”. Use the Browse List Folder button to select the location of the “AllLoansTOP.VZX.Lst" list.
Select the “AllLoansTOP.VZX.Lst" List file that appears in the list to the right. The full path and
name of that file should now appear in the File box above. Select the OK button to save these
settings.

After starting the GoldVisionPro V-QuickLink or Link Center, the availability of the Tracking Items
can be displayed from the menu Tracking Items — Create Tracking Items. This will display the
“Select Intelli-Track Items” window, with “Residential Loan”, and “Commercial Loan” appearing in
the Item Lists section of the upper area of the window. When you click on either entry, the five
items they contain will appear in the lower section of the window, labeled “Items for Selection”.
For further instructions on processing, see the “GoldVisionPro Operation Instructions manual”.
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Example 2: A Sequential Workflow

A sequential workflow is one that creates a new item when a previous item is
completed. For example, a business may track that they are waiting to receive an
expected application. When it is received, it needs to be approved. When it is
approved, new items must be requested/setup. When completed, new notices must be
sent out. Another example would be a sales order processing sequence tracking the
order receipt, then fulfillment, then shipping, then billing, then payment.

This simple scenario might also anticipate more than one outcome at each step. For
example, when the item is received but is not complete, a different sequence might be
used to request the additional information before proceeding to the approval step.

We will use a simplified account setup process for this example, such as might be
performed in a financial services firm. This example will address:
1) Sending the account application document to the customer
2) Receiving the account application document from the customer
3) Setup of the account for internal processing
4) Notification to the customer, sales representative, and support staff that the
account is now active.

While each step can be created in any order, our example will use a reverse sequence
order to minimize opening and closing files to enter references.

Step 1: Create the final Tracking Item for the process
We start with the last outstanding item in the process, notifying everyone that the account is now
active.

Using the same method as described for Creating a Title List, create a new text file with the text
“Notify CustService Account Active” in the DisplayTxt column. In the “DefaultVal” column, enter
“1", representing that the task should be completed the next day.

Insert a new row, and add the text “Notify Sales Rep Account Active”. In the “DefaultVal” column,
enter “2”, representing that the task should be completed in the next two days.

Insert a new row, and add the text “Notify Customer Account Active”. In the “DefaultVal” column,
enter “3”, representing that the task should be completed in the next three days.

Save this file with a descriptive name for convenience, such as “PROCESS_NotifySetup.VZX.txt".
[We suggest some indicator, such as “PROCESS” in the file name to assist you in distinguishing
Items files from Values files as you develop your workflows.]

Note: as these items are the last step in the process and only have a result of “Completed”, they
do not need an associated Values file [COM is the default result code for every Tracking Item.]

Step 2: Create the Values file preceding the final item

Create a new text file with the text “COM//Account Setup Complete” in the DisplayTxt column.
Click on the cell in the XrefFile column next to it, and select the drop-down arrow. From the drop-
down list, select the item “<Select File>". This will open a dialog box for you to Browse to the file
you have just created in Step 1 above. Select the “PROCESS_NotifySetup.VZX.txt” Item file,
which is the next set of Items to be created when a user selects “COM//Account Setup
Complete”.

Click on the cell in the Entry column, and select the drop-down arrow. From the drop-down list,
select the item “AUTO”. This is the trigger to automatically generate the Items in the file listed in
XrefFile, when this result code is selected in GoldVisionPro processing.

In this configuration, all three items in “PROCESS_ NotifySetup.VZX.txt” will be created
simultaneously based on the user selecting this result code. [Single item processing will be
addressed in a later Step.]

Save this file with a descriptive name for convenience, such as
“VALUES_AccountSetup.VZX.txt". [We suggest some indicator, such as “VALUES” in the file
name to assist you in distinguishing Items files from Values files as you develop your workflows.]

Step 3: Create the Items file for the next preceding Items

Create a new text file with the text “Setup Account” in the DisplayTxt column. In the DefaultVal
column, enter “2”, representing that the task should be completed in the next two days.

Click on the cell in the Values column in the same row, and select the drop-down arrow. From
the drop-down list, select the item “<Select File>". This will open a dialog box for you to Browse
to the file you have just created in Step 2 above. Select the “VALUES_AccountSetup.VZX.txt”
Values file, which is also the process connection to next set of ltems to be created. When a user
completes this “Setup Account” Item in GoldVisionPro, the result codes displayed for their
selection will be those contained in this Values file.

Save this file with a descriptive name for convenience, such as
“PROCESS_AccountSetup.VZX.txt".

Step 4: Create the Values file for the next preceding Iltem

Create a new text file with the text “COM//Application Complete” in the DisplayTxt column. Click
on the cell in the XrefFile column next to it, and select the drop-down arrow. From the drop-down
list, select the item “<Select File>". This will open a dialog box for you to Browse to the file you
have just created in Step 3 above. Select the “PROCESS_AccountSetup.VZX.txt" Item file, which
is the next set of Items to be created when a user selects “COM// Application Complete”.

Click on the cell in the Entry column, and select the drop-down arrow. From the drop-down list,
select the item “AUTO".

Click on the cell in the DefaultVal column, and select the drop-down arrow. From the drop-down
list, select the item “XrefFileltem”. Select the drop-down arrow again. The drop-down list will now
display the current entries in the designated XrefFile. [This allows you to store several ltems in a
single ltems file, and just process a specific one for a specific result code in a Values file.] Select
the item “Setup Account”.

Save this file with a descriptive name for convenience, such as
“VALUES_ApplicationReceipt.VZX.txt".

Step 5: Create the Items file for the next preceding Items

While a separate file could be created for this item [as in Step 3], we will demonstrate how
multiple items can be stored in one file, and processed individually. Therefore we will use an
existing file for this purpose.

From the menu “Tracking Items — View Item File Contents”, in the View Files window, select the
menu File — Open — Item List, and Browse to the “PROCESS_AccountSetup.VZX.txt" file saved in
Step 3. Select the file and press the Open button to open this file.

The “Setup Account” text you previously entered in Step 3 should be highlighted. Select the
menu Edit — Insert — Row — Above [or press the F3 key]. In the new blank cell in the DisplayTxt
column, enter the text “Application Receipt”. In the DefaultVal column, enter “14”, representing
that the task should be completed in the next two weeks.

Click on the cell in the Values column in the same row, and select the drop-down arrow. From

the drop-down list, select the item “<Select File>". This will open a dialog box for you to Browse
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to the file you have just created in Step 4 above. Select the
“VALUES_ApplicationReceipt.VZX.txt" Values file.

Save this file with its existing name, “PROCESS_AccountSetup.VZX.txt".

Step 6: Create the Values file for the next preceding ltem

Create a new text file with the text “COM//Application Sent” in the DisplayTxt column. Click on
the cell in the XrefFile column next to it, and select the drop-down arrow. From the drop-down
list, select the item “<Select File>". This will open a dialog box for you to Browse to the file you
have just saved in Step 5 above. Select the “PROCESS_AccountSetup.VZX.txt” Item file, which
contains the next Item to be created when a user selects “COM// Application Sent”.

Click on the cell in the Entry column, and select the drop-down arrow. From the drop-down list,
select the item “AUTO".

Click on the cell in the DefaultVal column, and select the drop-down arrow. From the drop-down
list, select the item “XrefFileltem”. Select the drop-down arrow again. The drop-down list will now
display the current entries in the designated XrefFile. Select the item “Application Receipt”.

Save this file with a descriptive name for convenience, such as
“VALUES_ApplicationSent.VZX.txt".

Step 7: Create the Items file for the initial ltem

Create a new text file with the text “Application Sent To Customer” in the DisplayTxt column.

Click on the cell in the SelOnLoad column, and select the drop-down arrow. From the drop-down
list, select the item “TRUE”".

In the DefaultVal column, enter “2”, representing that the task should be completed in the next
two days.

Click on the cell in the Values column in the same row, and select the drop-down arrow. From
the drop-down list, select the item “<Select File>". This will open a dialog box for you to Browse
to the file you have just created in Step 6 above. Select the “VALUES_ApplicationSent.VZX.txt"
Values file.

Save this file with a descriptive name for convenience, such as
“PROCESS_ApplicationSent.VZX.txt".

Step 8: Create the TOP List file

This file displays the first text the user sees, and so should describe the entire workflow the user
will be initiating in the subsequent sequence. It is a List file, and when selected will display the
first Item in the workflow.

Create a new text file with the text “New Account Setup” in the DisplayTxt column. Click on the
cell in the XrefFile column next to it, and select the drop-down arrow. From the drop-down list,
select the item “<Select File>". This will open a dialog box for you to Browse to the file you have
just saved in Step 7 above. Select the “PROCESS_ApplicationSent.VZX.txt” Item file.

Click on the cell in the Entry column, and select the drop-down arrow. From the drop-down list,
select the item “SEQUENCE".

Save this file with a descriptive name for convenience, such as
“NewAccountSetup_TOP.VZX.txt".

Step 9: Configure the User settings for the Intelli-Tracking Lists
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From the MCP menu — Preferences - User Settings Configuration, on the User Settings tab,
select the Miscellaneous tab. In the “List” drop-down box, select the entry for “Tracking Items
List”. Use the Browse List Folder button to select the location of the
“NewAccountSetup_TOP.VZX.txt" list. Select the “NewAccountSetup_TOP.VZX.txt" List file that
appears in the list to the right. The full path and name of that file should now appear in the File
box above. Select the OK button to save these settings.

Viewing The Sequence
After starting the GoldVisionPro V-QuickLink or Link Center, the availability of the Tracking Items
can be displayed from the menu Tracking Items — Create Tracking Items. This will display the
“Select Intelli-Track Items” window, with “New Account Setup” appearing in the Item Lists section
of the upper area of the window.

When you click on this entry, it will open a branch to the Item “Application Sent To Customer”.
Clicking on this entry will open a branch to the Values “COM//Application Sent”.

When you click on this entry, it will open a branch to the Item “Application Receipt”. Clicking on
this entry will open a branch to the Values “COM//Application Complete”.

When you click on this entry, It will open a branch to the Item “Setup Account”. Clicking on this
entry will open a branch to the Values “COM//Account Setup Complete”.

When you click on this entry, It will open branches to the final three Iltems
“Notify CustService Account Active”
“Notify Sales Rep Account Active”
“Notify Customer Account Active”

For further instructions on processing, see the “GoldVisionPro Operation Instructions manual”.

OPTIONAL : In order to setup multiple workflows that can be accessed by users, simply create
another List file as the TOP file. In this file, as in Step 8, enter the “New Account Setup” file, as
well as entries for any additional workflows you have created, each on a separate row. Save this
file as your TOP file, and follow the instructions in Step 9 to configure this file as the Tracking
Items List in the User Settings.

From this example we can see that while GoldVisionPro is primarily oriented to tracking
outstanding files, the Intelli-Tracking Workflow Items can also be used to track activities
that need to be performed.
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VisionPak Plus [VP+]

1) Intelli-Group . Automatically creates a GoldMine Contact Group from the links
selected in the VisionPak tab. [User must be member of User Group "authorized" for
creating such groups, as per other GVP group-style authorizations.]

a) Authorization is set in the "Admin Settings" - Authorizations tab, by designating a GM
User Group for "Create Contact Groups Access".

b) This feature is accessed in the GoldVisionPro Link Center by going to the VisionPak
tab, selecting links from the main list to be included, and then either pressing Ctrl + F12,
or selecting the menu item "Tools - Create Contact Group".

2) Intelli-Link . Automatically link a file by dragging it to a Contact name in the Link
Center TreeView. The user can be presented with the Link Setup window to complete
the link process, or a new link with the default information can be automatically created
for the contact. For a file dragged to a Company name, the user is presented with the
V-QuickLink window list of all records for that company, for selecting the appropriate
record to complete the link.

3) Intelli-File . Automatically create an archive list file in every stored file folder and
parent folder, with the filename, Company, Contact,Title, AccountNo, ReclD, UserID of
each file as it is stored in the folder. This enables a System Administrator to simply
drag a folder[s] to a CD/DVD and have a copy of the database record info for those files
in their archive [as FileStream info is lost when moved off NTFS media].

a) This feature is activated in the "Admin Settings" - Miscellaneous tab, by checking the
checkbox for "Create List File In Each Folder".

4) Intelli-Copy . A. Create an archive list file "on-the-fly" as files are dragged from the
VisionPak to another location [e.g., CD burner], with the flename, Company,

Contact, Title, AccountNo, ReclD, UserID of each of the selected files, added as an
additional file to the group.

a) Feature is selected by "checking" the GoldVisionPro Link Center menu item, "Tools -
IntelliCopy Options - Include List File of Dragged Items"

b) Feature occurs when dragging files from the VisionPak list to another location.

5) Intelli-Copy. B. Copy a list of the link record information of the links selected in the
VisionPak to the ClipBoard, for pasting into other sources [spreadsheets, e-mail, etc.].

a) This feature is accessed in the GoldVisionPro Link Center by going to the VisionPak
tab, selecting links from the main list to be included, and then pressing F12.

6) Intelli-Copy . C. Automatically append the file create date to the file name when
copying multiple files with the same name. This is particularly useful for files that are
regularly stored and provided to others, e.g. "Monthly Statement”, "Outstanding Items",
"Daily/Weekly Report", etc. This automatic naming distinguishes between otherwise
similar names.

a) Feature is selected by "checking" the GoldVisionPro Link Center menu item, "Tools -
IntelliCopy Options — Append Date to Duplicate File Name"

b) Feature occurs when dragging files from the VisionPak list to another location.
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7) Intelli-Folder.  A. Automatically create new date-structure folders when any user logs
into GVP. Particularly useful for sync-users to assure their local folder structure
accommodates the remote office structure for synced files.

a) This feature is activated in the "Admin Settings" - Miscellaneous tab, by checking the
checkbox for "Check SubFolders Exist On Startup".

b) The number of months "Forward" and "Previous" of the current month designates
how many date subfolders will be checked/created.

8) Intelli-Folder. B. System Administrator Tool to mass-create date-structure folders on
any accessible drive, for a designated date range.

a) This feature is activated in the "Admin Settings" , from the menu item "Tools - Create
Folder Structure”.

b) In the "Create Date Folders" window," browse to the desired "Parent Folder"
[subfolders will be created below this folder.].

c) Select the dates for the "Start" and "End" periods.

d) Press the "Create Folders" button. Year-Month folders are created.

9) Intelli-View . View the File Streams Information of the associated Contact

record tagged to a linked file, by Browsing to a particular file. Then find the record in the
database for that file.

a) This feature is accessed in the GoldVisionPro Link Center from the menu item "Tools
- Administrative Tools - View File Association Data"

10) Intelli-Validate . Analyze the link records displayed in the Link Center for valid
access.

a) This feature is accessed in the GoldVisionPro Link Center from the menu item "Tools
- Administrative Tools - Analyze Links"
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VisionPak-Extended [VP+X]

OVERVIEW
Extension of the VisionPak-Plus tool set [requires purchase of the VisionPak Plus
tool set]

1) Intelli-Process for New Links . [additional automated processes when storing files]

a) Sequence Title List selection with corresponding Indexing Forms selection
in automatic or semi-automatic processing. When the user selects a title from
your custom drop-down list, this feature automatically displays the Intelli-Entry
input form with the specific corresponding Indexing Items for this document type,
ready for user entry. This feature greatly simplifies user-indexing of new files, and
enhances your ability to incorporate required information when storing files. This
significantly expands your search and data mining capabilities.

b) Designate custom/interactive Activity Codes, References, Resu It Codes
when you store a new file on your system. As History records are often used in
GoldMine as the basis for generating/completing additional activities, this feature
allows the user to easily select specific custom entries for these items when a file
is stored. In addition, the items can be interactive, so that the selection of one
item determines the list available in the following item [e.g., Activity Code
selection --> which Reference item list. Reference item selection --> which Result
Code list.]

c) Sequence Title List selection with corresponding History items selection , in
automatic or semi-automatic processing. This adds the same capability
described in a), for the custom History items described in b).

d) Designate a specific UserlD and a specific Link Date when storing files.
Allows the user to "assign” files to another person, and assure a specific date
appears in the file record. Aids in search, archiving, transaction analysis, etc.

e) Designate a dynamic custom folder structure and/or file name based on
the Title or Path List selection . This feature allows real-time insertion of
any/multiple GoldMine Contactl or Contact2 field values as the folder and/or
filename, along with the ability to require user-verification/modification during the
storage process. In addition, any designated text may be used, along with a
variety of date options.

2) Intelli-Process for Existing Links . [additional batch-processing functionality for
existing records]

a) Update Titles, Notes, File Paths/Names and Intelli-File lists en masse for all
the links selected in the GoldVisionPro Link Center.

b)AutoSummarize linked-file contents for key-word searching and update the
link records in GoldMine en masse .

c) Move/Copy/Delete existing linked files and link records en masse .
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d) Analyze file folders to identify duplicate files and duplicate links . Automated
process for "drilling-down" through any folder structure, checking every file for
existing GoldMine link records. Returns all the duplicates, which can be used in
the process described in c¢) to delete either just the link record, or both the link
record and the file.

NOTE: As these features do not require pre-configuration, the details for their use are not
addressed in this manual. For instructions on using these features, see the GoldVisionPro
Operations manual.
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Creating/Configuring Custom Record Value Lists

Overview

As of v6.8 with the VP+X Tool Set, GoldVisionPro allows Administrators to configure
numerous custom record values which can be selected by the user when storing a file.
Specified record values are used primarily to facilitate subsequent processing in
office/CRM workflows.

As History codes are often used in triggering other processes, this capability can be
used to select a specific code for an item, rather than using the normal default codes
generated for link history. Additionally, this capability allows the user who is storing the
document to assign another UserID other than their own to the record, so that the file is
more appropriately associated, perhaps to an Account Manager for example. Similarly,
if a specific date is desired for the link record rather than the default date options, the
user can select that specific date from a drop-down calendar to set the entry.

The following items can be selected by the user as the file is stored in GoldVisionPro:

History Activity Code
History Reference
History Result Code

Link UserlD
Link Date

Configuration
Each of the History items is configured as an individual GoldVisionPro List file for

separate selection by the user. These files can be simple independent lists, or dynamic
interactive lists.

With independent lists, one set of Activity Codes, References, and Result Codes are
displayed for user selection on each item.

With interactive lists, the selected Activity Code determines which list of References is
displayed, and the subsequently selected Reference determines which list of Result
Codes is displayed. Alternatively, interactive lists can also be configured so that the
selected Activity Code determines only which list of Result Codes is displayed, leaving
the Reference List static for all Activity Code selections.

Record Values Lists are created as related text files following the same syntax as other
GoldVisionPro list files. The default initial, or “TOP”, list file for record values is:

...\GoldVisionPro\Lists\COMMONLISTS\RecValLists\RecValList TOP.Vzx_Lst.txt
This is the initial file that will be used by GoldVisionPro if there is no file designated in

the user’s INI settings file. [Alternatively, each user can have their own RecValList file, if
necessary, designated in the “RecValsFile=" entry in their INI file.]
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The header and row items used in the initial [i.e, “TOP”] RecValList file are:
i [required semi-colon, in Header row only]

DisplayTxt [these are specific entries that must be used as shown]

Activity List [in interactive or independent lists]

Reference_List [in independent lists only; unused in interactive list]

Result_List [in independent lists only; unused in interactive list]
Xref File

Path:\PROCESS_ Activity.txt [interactive list only; same folder as this file]
or
\Path:\\PROCESS_Activity.txt  [interactive list only; parent folder of this file, or
other subfolders of parent folder of this file]

Entry [interactive or independent lists, for each entry where it applies]
SELECT only drop-down list items allowed as value
Values [independent lists only, for each entry where it applies]
Path:\VALUES_Activity.txt [Values list file, in same folder as this file]
or
\Path:\\VALUES_Activity.txt [Values list file, in parent folder of this file, or

other subfolders of parent folder of this file]
or
ValOne|ValTwo|ValThree [Values list separated by the vertical character “|]

NOTE: There is a <tab> between each header item and between each row item, as in all
GoldVisionPro list files.

Record Values “TOP” list file example
For example, the contents of the “TOP” file for an interactive list could look like:

;DisplayTxt Xref_File Entry
Activity List Path:\PROCESS_ ActivityList.txt SELECT

Or, the contents of the “TOP” file for an independent list could look like:

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INTERACTIVE LIST FILES

The list files are “interactive” when each DisplayTxt entry in the active file has an entry
specifying a related “interactive” file. The related files can be different for each item, or
can reference different row-items in a master related file, by adding the header-item
DefaultVal and using the MASK entry [see the section on Intelli-Entry+ for syntax.]

Activity Code list file example
For example, the contents of the “PROCESS_ ActivityList.txt” file in the interactive list
example above, could look like:

;DisplayTxt Xref_File Entry DefaultVal

APP//Application Path:\PROCESS_ReferenceList.txt SELECT MASK[+,1,2,3,4,]
ATG//Accounting Path:!\PROCESS_ReferenceList.txt SELECT MASK[+,1,5,6,7,8,9,10,11,12,13 ]
BUY//Buy Order Path:\PROCESS_ReferencelList.txt SELECT MASK[+,1,14,15,16,17,18,19,]

In this example, when the user is processing a file, the Activity Code drop-down box
will show the three items indicated under DisplayTxt.

NOTE: Code items can follow either the GoldMine syntax of Code//Description [shown], or the
GoldVisionPro syntax of Description///Code. In either case, only the associated Code will be
retained after the user makes their selection.]

If the user selects the “APP//Application” entry for the Activity Code, then according to
the MASK entry, the Reference drop-down box will be loaded with the items in rows 1
through 4 from the “PROCESS_ReferencelList.txt” file.

Reference list file example
Similarly, the first items in the example “PROCESS_ReferencelList.txt” file in the
interactive list example above, could look like:

;DisplayTxt Entry DefaultVval Values

<No Value>

;Application

New Account Application SELECT MASK[+,1,3,4,5,6,10,8,] Path:\VALUES_ResultList.txt
New Employee Application SELECT MASK[+,1,3,8,10,] Path:\VALUES_ResultList.txt

;Accounting

Check Recvd From Vendor SELECT MASK[+,1,2,7,10,] Path:\\VALUES_ResultList.txt

NOTE: The “interactive” file is now a Values entry, as that Result Code list is the final step.

NOTE: The first item “<No Value>" is a special entry, that allows the user to leave an item blank
when user-selection is REQUIRED for record values.

NOTE: The row numbers in the MASK entry can be out-of-order, to accommodate a better “fit” for
the particular item.

NOTE: Rows that begin with a “;” are ignored in the processing, and not part of the row-number
count. These items are useful for “comments” or “notes” within the file, and organizing the
content. In this example, they are used to separate sections of items that refer to the associated
selection from the previous file.
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If the user selects the “New Employee Application” entry for the Reference, then
according to the MASK entry, the Result Code drop-down box will be loaded with the
items in row 1 and rows 3, 8, and 10 from the “VALUES_ResultList.txt” file.

Result Code list file example
Finally, the items in the example “VALUES_ResultList.txt” file in the interactive list
example above, could look like:

INDEPENDENT LIST FILES

As there is no interaction between independent list files, each file need only contain the
list entries for that item. Only the ;DisplayTxt header and individual items are required.
For example, each of the files could follow the same format as the
“VALUES_ResultList.txt” file in the above “Result Code list file example”.

Controlling The Process
System Administrators can configure the following items in the [Options] section of each
GoldVisionPro user INI file for managing capture of the Record Values:

RecValsFile=

As previously stated, if no entry is made for this item GoldVisionPro will look for the
default “TOP” file for this feature. Otherwise, a specific file can be designated. Relative
path naming is valid for this entry; for example:

RecValsFile=\Path:\Lists\COMMONLISTS\RecValLists\MyRecVals.txt

PromptForRecVals=
No entries are needed in this item for the default process.

When this Tool has been activated, the default state will be to prompt the user if no
record values were entered for the file in-process. This is initiated by the menu item
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“Tools | Prompt For Record Values” being set to “checked” at startup. In this state, the
user can enter the values, or cancel the prompt, and still continue with Link processing.
If a user does not select a record value, the default value will be used.

NOTE: The user is able to “uncheck” the menu item “Prompt For Record Values” to discontinue
normal record value prompting.

NOTE: If Intelli-Process is active and the Title selected has associated record values, the user
will be prompted to confirm the values even if “Prompt For Record Values” is unchecked. This
allows Administrators to implement having the user set custom record values only in specific
instances rather than prompting/requiring it on every file.

Several entries are also valid for this item. Any, or all, of them can be entered on the
same row, separated by commas. Valid entries are outlined below.

FALSE At startup, menu item “Prompt For Record Values” will be “unchecked”.
User is NOT prompted if no record values are chosen. [Default state is “checked”. User can also
check or uncheck while program is active.]

REQUIRED User will be prompted if record values have not been set for the file in-
process. In addition, the Link process is disabled if record values are not set. Unless indicated
by the items below, user selection of a default value is NOT recognized as valid for REQUIRED
processing. The following settings allow Administrators to allow for exceptions in this
requirement.

ACTIVITYDEF For REQUIRED processing, the default Activity Code is a valid selection.

REFERENCEDEF For REQUIRED processing, the default Reference is a valid selection.

RESULTDEF For REQUIRED processing, the default Result Code is a valid selection.
USERDEF For REQUIRED processing, the default UserlD is a valid selection.
DATEDEF For REQUIRED processing, the default date is a valid selection.
AUTOSET Automatically set the record values configured for a Title entry. A Title

List file entry can have specific record values associated with it. When Intelli-Processing is
active, as the user selects the Title to be used, the associated record values [if they exist] are
then pre-selected in the Record Values window, for user confirmation. [The specified values
must be valid entries in the active RecVals lists.] The AUTOSET entry causes the values to be
set without user confirmation. The AUTOSET entry will fulfill the REQUIRED setting, if present,
without user confirmation. This allows specific record values to be used without requiring display
of the Record Values window or user confirmation.

For example, an entry might look like:

PromptForRecVals=REQUIRED,USERDEF,DATEDEF,AUTOSET
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Intelli-Processing New Items

Overview

As of v6.8.3 with the VP+X Tool Set, GoldVisionPro allows Administrators to configure
the Sequence of user-progress through the Link Setup window items. The predefined
order of completing each item of information can be configured and activated in the
User INI file. See the details in, “Other INI file settings”, in the section
“LinkSetupSequence”. As of v6.8.4, different Sequences can be configured for either
an entire Title List, or for individual Title items [see below].

As of v6.8 with the VP+X Tool Set, GoldVisionPro allows Administrators to configure
user-prompting and capture of related information based on the Title selected as the file
is stored. When the user makes the Title selection, specific additional items are
displayed for confirmation or user entry, or are automatically set, based on their
configuration.

Three items can be pre-configured to be “triggered” by the Title selection:

Intelli-Entry+ indexing items
Record Values
Link Setup Sequence

The associations between these items are configured by simply adding additional
information to the standard format of the Title List files. This enables Administrators to
“connect” the entries from Title list files to the entries for active Indexing Form list files
and active Record Values list files.

NOTE: As Intelli-Tracking Workflows have their own Record Values settings, only Intelli-Entry+
Indexing items can be configured for Workflow items in Intelli-Processing. Both single and
multiple-item entries can be used, as described below.

In addition, specific values can be added to the “TOP” Title List or an interim Intelli-Entry
list file, to further automate the values being entered. These pre-selected values are
passed to the Intelli-Entry items, completing the entries where appropriate.

To enhance the user’s ability to modify the Title while preserving the Intelli-Processing
recognition of the Title-selection, the VQL window menu item “Use Partial Title Match
For Process” can be enabled [checked]. If the Title list has been configured to allow
user entry, the menu item “Match Typed or Selected” can also be enabled [checked] to
recognize a user-typed entry and match it to an active Title list item.

Configuration
Prior to configuring the Title list files for Intelli-Processing, create and configure the

related Intelli-entry+ and Record Values list files intended to be used. Make sure these
files are included in the files that are loaded on startup for the regular manual selection
of these features. The entries explained below must correspond to existing entries in
the active Indexing Forms list files, and the active Record Values files.

A Title list file is normally the most simple form of GoldVisionPro list files, containing
only one column of information; the DisplayTxt entries. Configuring a Title list file for
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Intelli-Processing involves adding additional “columns” of information to “connect” to
specific Indexing Forms and/or Record Values for each Title in the list. The file also
requires the header list-type value "<Entries>" in the first column with “DisplayTxt".

NOTE: The header list-type value "<Entries>" is also needed for Intelli-Tracking Workflows files
that will be configured for Intelli-Processing.

Triggering the Indexing Form display

In order to prompt the user with the selected Indexing information, the “Entry” column
should be added to the Title list file. This column should contain the specific text
“ON_LOSTFOCUS” for each row where it applies. This will cause the Intelli-Entry+
window to open with the selected entries, when the user selects the next button or area
of the Link Setup window after making the Title selection.

NOTE: AUTOMATIC PROCESSING. If the menu item “Tools | Process On List-Select” is
checked, the associated Intelli-Entry items are automatically displayed as soon as the user
selects a Title from the drop-down box.

NOTE: SEMI-AUTOMATIC PROCESSING. If there is no value in the Entry column, the user is
not automatically prompted to enter the information. However, if the user selects the Intelli-
Entry+ button after making an associated Title selection, the Intelli-Entry+ window will open with
the associated Indexing Form[s] displayed.

NOTE: Intelli-Tracking Workflows files do NOT use the ON_LOST_FOCUS value in the Entry
column, as Intelli-Processing is handled when the user selects the “Complete Pending Item”
button.

Designating a single Indexing Form file for a Title

In order to automatically display one specific Intelli-Entry+ Indexing Form when a user
selects a Title, the “SelOnLoad” column should be added to the Title [or Workflow] list
file. This column will contain the name of the specific Indexing Form file to be
displayed.

;<Entries>DisplayTxt Entry SelOnLoad

Application

Check \Path:\IndexingForms\BankltemList.txt
Contract

Invoice ON_LOSTFOCUS \Path:\IndexingForms\Invoicelnfo_List.txt
Letter

NoteToFile

Proposal

Receipt ON_LOSTFOCUS \Path:\IndexingForms\BankltemList.txt

NOTE: Different titles may reference the same Indexing Form, as appropriate.

Designating Multiple Indexing Form files for a Title

The Intelli-Process can also be configured to automatically display several Intelli-Entry+
Indexing Forms when a user selects a Title. For this process, the Xref_File column
should be added to the Title [or Workflow] list file. This column will contain the name of
a Process list file that contains all of the names of the Indexing Forms to be displayed.
In this way, Administrators can build Process files that list any number items. This also
allows the design of small, single-entry “component” files that can be reused in different
combinations within appropriate Process files for each Title.
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;<Entries>DisplayTxt Xref_File Entry

Adjustment

Analysis

Confirm-Buy \Path:\IndexingForms\Buy PROCESS.txt ON_LOSTFOCUS
Expiration Notice

In this example, the “BUY_Process.txt” file would contain entries as they also appear in
the “TOP” Indexing Forms list file, and might look like:

;<Entries>DisplayTxt Xref_File

Securities Confirm Path:\TradeConfirmInfo_List.txt
Representative Info Path:\ReplInfoList.txt

Store As Filed Transactions Path:\FiledTransactionsList.txt

Designating Record Values for a Title

In order to pre-select record values when a user selects a Title, the “Values” column
should be added to the Title list file. This column will contain the actual values to be
displayed, rather than a file reference. The values are separated by the “|” character,
and MUST BE IN THE FOLLOWING ORDER;

Activity Code | Reference | Result Code | Link UserlID | Link Date

It is not required to list all values, unless they are interactive. The default value will be
used when no value is specified. Values not included to the left of an included value
must be indicated by a “|” character. For example, an entry specifying only the Link
UserID could look like:

;<Entries>DisplayTxt Values
Confirm-Buy [[IMASTER

NOTE: Items that have been configured in the Record Values list files with the “SELECT” Entry
value, limit selection of a value to those that appear in the drop-down list. Therefore when
creating an entry in a Titles file for the pre-selection of these record values, the entry values
MUST match items as they appear in the active Record Values list files.

NOTE: How Record Values are processed will depend on the configuration of the
“PromptForRecVals” setting in the use’s INI file. See the description of these entries, particularly
the “AUTOSET” entry in the section “Controlling the Process” under “Creating/Configuring
Custom Record Value Lists”.

Combining Indexing Form and Record Value Entries
All of the items described above can be used in the same “BUY_Process.txt” file
together, for example:

<Entries>DisplayTxt  Xref_File Entry SelOnLoad Values

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Passing LinkSetup Sequence Values from a Titles File

As of v6.8.4, a further expansion of the use of Titles files is the ability to pass the order
of a predefined LinkSetup Sequence, either in the TOP Titles file [for all items on a Title
List], or within the entries of an individual Title List [to correspond to a specific item].

As with IntelliEntry+ Indexing Forms, in order to designate the selected Sequence, the
“Entry” column should be added to the Title list file. This column should contain the
Sequence indicator “SQ<,>" enclosing the specific Sequence order for each row where
it applies. Each order-item can be included, separated by a comma, using its two-
character abbreviation, or by full name, as listed previously in “Other INI Settings”.

NOTE: This will cause the Intelli-Entry+ window to load and implement this
Sequence after the Title selection is made.

NOTE: Include a leading-comma in each entry, prior to the first order-item, as
shown in the examples below. [i.e., “SQ<,AH..."” rather than “SQ<AH..."]

;<Entries>DisplayTxt Entry SelOnLoad

Application SQ<,AH,IH,LH>

Check SQ<,ActiveTitles,Pending,Link> \Path:\IndexingForms\BankltemList.txt
Contract

Invoice ON_LOSTFOCUS,SQ<AH,RA L> \Path:\IndexingForms\Invoicelnfo_List.txt

Passing Pre-Selected Values from a Titles File

A further expansion of the use of multiple Titles files, is the ability to pass values from
the “TOP” Title List through to the Intelli-Entry items being displayed in the Intelli-
Process. Selection within the “TOP” Title List can be used as a means of designating a
specific Intelli-Entry value[s] to be used until changed.

For example, the “TOP” Title List might be used for selecting a branch office from a list
of all offices, and setting the Title list appropriate for that office. As the office has
already been selected in this process, it could be used to pre-set the values of several
Intelli-Entry items, such as Office Name, Office Number, Branch Manager, etc.. This
VALUE is represented by designating one or more V[n,n/n ] entries in the DefaultVal
column of the “TOP” Title List, representing:

the order number of the Intelli-Entry file in a multiple-file list,
the row number of the Intelli-Entry item in that file, and
the INDEX number of the value in the item’s VALUE list. [see IndexingForms]

;<Entries>DisplayTxt Xref_File DefaultVal
Chicago Path:\IL-Titles.txt V[2,1/1]

Los Angeles Path:\CA-Titles.txt V[2,1/2]

New York City Path:\NY-Titles.txt V[2,1/3]
Phoenix Path:\AZ-Titles.txt V[2,1/4],V[3,1/1]
Tucson Path:\AZ-Titles.txt V[2,1/5],V[3,1/2]

NOTE: Different entries may reference the same Title file, if appropriate. When the same file is
used for more than one item, the designated default Title List is configured by entering that file's
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DisplayTxt in the user’s INI settings file, under [Options] DefaultTitleName=. In the example
above, these entries might be:

TitlesFile=\Path:\Lists\COMMONLISTS\TitleLists\TitlesList TOP.Vzx_Lst.txt
DefaultTitleFile=\Path:\Lists\COMMONLISTS\TitleLists \AZ-Titles.txt
DefaultTitleName=Phoenix

NOTE: Other items within the Intelli-Entry file may be configured as DEPENDENT on the value
that is being set for the item designated in the “TOP” Title List. In the above example, the V[
entry might represent the name of the Office from the entry’s Value list, while subsequent
DEPENDENT entries might use that value to set the Office Number and Branch Manager from
their Values list.

Similarly, as of v6.8.4, the TOP Titles List file can also contain designated Link Setup
Sequences that will apply to every item within a Titles List. These entries follow the
same syntax described above, and can be in addition to any other entries in the TOP
file. For example, a TOP Title List might include the following Sequence information:

;DisplayTxt Xref _File Entry

General Path:\GeneralTitles.Vzx_Lst.txt SQ<,AH,IH,LH>

Accounting Path:\AccountingTitles.Vzx_Lst.txt SQ<,ActiveTitles,Pending,Link>
Financial Path:\FinancialTitles.Vzx_Lst.txt SQ<,AH,IH,LH>

Human Resources Path:\\HumanResourcesTitles.Vzx_Lst.txt SQ<,AH,IH,LH>

Insurance Path:\InsuranceTitles.Vzx_Lst.txt SQ<,ActiveTitles,Pending,Link>
Sales Path:\SalesTitles.Vzx_Lst.txt SQ<,AH,IH,RA,LH>
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Configuring Custom Folders and File Names from a Ti __tles File or Path List

A further expansion of Intelli-Processing, is the ability to define an exact folder structure
where a file will be stored. Likewise, a specific file name, or just information to be
added to the file name, can be configured for each Title or Intelli-Path selected.

This capability allows Administrators to configure specific [and even elaborate] path
structures and file-naming conventions that will be automatically created and
consistently used, based on a single, simple selection by the user. With a configured
Titles List, this occurs when the user selects the appropriate Title for a file from the Title
drop-down list. With a configured Path List, the configuration will follow the currently
selected path entry until the user makes a different path selection.

NOTE: Path Lists may use descriptive names [aliases] to aid in correct selection.

In addition to any static entries, [e.g., \Statements\, etc.] the dynamic aspect of these
configurations enables inclusion of date information, and GoldMine field values. [e.g.,
“Ace Manufacturing Corp\Statements\2011\” or “Smith, John H\Tax\Returns\2011\",].

As these folders become needed in processing, GoldVisionPro will create them
automatically. [When the process is completed or cancelled, any unused folders that
have been created are removed when the user exits the Link Setup window.]

The following list describes the various parameters and items that can be used to define
a folder or file name [or added to an existing folder-path or file name]. These items are
in addition to any other entries in the respective List files. Both a custom folder and a
custom file name can be entered for a single item.
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Custom Folder and File Name settings

Location: DefaultvVal column of a Title or Path list file
V_FLDR[parameters] switch to identify a folder definition
V_FNAM][parameters] switch to identify a file name definition
-DATE parameter: ignore other configured Date settings
-USERID parameter: ignore other configured USERID settings
CURRDT parameter: use Current Date for defined date values
CREADT parameter: use the file Create Date for defined date values
MODFDT parameter: use the file Modified Date for defined date values
PROMPT_PATH parameter: prompt the user to confirm/modify path during processing
PROMPT_FILE parameter: prompt the user to confirm/modify name during processing
\ separate folder [also first item after V_FLDR switch]
\any text\ static folder name [optional: can be Drive name or UNC path]
<field-name> GoldMine Contactl Field Name for value from selected Contact record
<A field-name> GoldMine Contactl Field Name for value from selected Contact record
<B.field-name> GoldMine Contact? Field Name for value from selected Contact record
<field-name<fmt > designate custom Format name for field-value [see Custom Formats ]
<field-name>+ trailing plus-sign indicates preceding field-value used as file name prefix
+<field-name> leading plus-sign indicates following field-value used as file name suffix
+<> designates following text/values are used as file name suffix
| character(s) | any character separators between fields[spaces, commas, hyphens, etc.]
V_YR2 insert defined date-year as two digits [11]
V_YR4 insert defined date-year as four digits [2011]
V_MO# insert defined date-month as two digits [08]
V_MO3L insert defined date-month as upper-lower case, 3 characters [Aug]
V_MO3C insert defined date-month as all upper case, 3 characters [AUG]
V_MOA4L insert defined date-month as upper-lower case, full name [August]
V_MO4C insert defined date-month as all upper case, full name [AUGUST]
V_DY insert defined date day as two digits [26]
V_YR-MO insert defined date as 4+2 digits year-month [2011-08]
V_YR-MO-DY insert defined date as 4+2+2 digits year-month-day [2011-08-26]
+<>|VX_NAME_ONLY only the configured file name is used; not added to the existing file name

Examples:

Account Statement V_FLDR[-DATE,CREADT,PROMPT_PATH]\G:\<COMPANY<F_01>| \Statements\V_YR4||

Invoice V_FNAM[CURRDT,PROMPT_FILE]<LASTNAME>|, |<FIRSTNAME<F_02>| |Invoice| |[V_YR-MO-DY] ||
Tax Return V_FLDR[-DATE,CREADT,PROMPT_PATH]\<LASTNAME>|, |[<FIRSTNAME<F_02>| \Tax\Returns\V_YR4||

In the first example, on a system where files are normally configured to be stored in a date-subfolder of
V:\Files\ [such as “V:\Files\2011\2011-08\"], the F_01 format is configured to remove “Corp.” from the field
value, so the resulting path for “Ace Manufacturing Corp.” would be:

G:\Ace Manufacturing\Statements\2011\.....

NOTE: The entire default drive-path and folder structure have been ignored for this configuration.

NOTE: The configured drive [‘G:\"] must be a drive that is already available on the system.

In the second example, the F_02 format is configured to remove initials from names so the resulting file
name for a document that started as “Item1234.PDF” for “John H. Smith” would be:

Smith, John Invoice 2011-08-26 Item1234.PDF
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NOTE: This file would be stored to the default drive-path, unless otherwise configured.

In the third example, on a system where files are normally configured to be stored in a date-subfolder of
V:\Files\ [such as “V:\Files\2011\2011-08\"], the resulting path for “John H. Smith” would be:

V:\Files\Smith, John\Tax\Returns\2011\

NOTE: The configured path has been added to the default path [V:\Files\], while the default
setting to add the year-month subfolders has been ignored [-DATE] for this configuration.

In addition to adding this information to a Title List, the same syntax may be used in a Path List file to
define custom formats for each entry in the list. This enables Administrators to make custom folders and
filenames available to users for selection with any file being stored, regardless of Title configuration.

Furthermore, in a Path List, two specific configurations may be used to apply generally across different
user settings. These are the “VZX_PRIMARY” and “VZX_SECONDARY” settings that correspond to
whatever paths the user already has configured for their Primary and Secondary folders in their
GoldVisionPro settings. In this way Administrators can define default folder structures and/or file-name
additions to be applied to whatever main storage locations are currently being used on their systems.

NOTE: As the “PrimaryFolder” and “SecondaryFolder” are configured for each user elsewhere in
their User Settings INI file, there is no need for an Xref_File entry for these items in a Path List.

Example:

;DisplayTxt Xref _File DefaultVal

Public Files G:\Network\Data\Files\Public

Restricted Files  \\CompanyServer01\Corporate\HumanResources\Restricted

VZX_PRIMARY V_FLDR[\<COMPANY<F_01>||

VZX_SECONDARY V_FLDR[-DATE,PROMPT_FILE\<LASTNAME>| [[<KEY5>]||
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Configuring Custom Formats for Custom Folders and F ile Names

GoldVisionPro’s custom folder and file name capabilities include dynamically retrieving
information from GoldMine fields. Some of the information in these field-values may not
be appropriate or desired for this particular purpose. Accordingly, Administrators can
incorporate an unlimited variety of methods for removing unwanted items and adjusting
the information that is used, in a consistent, customizable formatting.

These formatting “rules” can be assigned on an individual-field basis in the Custom
Folder and File Name definitions. In this way the most appropriate criteria can be
applied to fit the type of information contained in that field-value.

For example, when including values from the COMPANY field, Administrators may not want to
include items such as “Corp.”, “Inc.”, “Co.”, “LLC", “Ltd.”, etc. When including values from the
CONTACT field, Administrators may not want to include items such as “Mr.”, “Mrs.”, “Jr.”, “PhD.”,
“MD.”, “Esq.”, name-initials, etc.

In the “Lists\COMMONLISTS” subfolder GoldVisionPro now includes a FormatLists
subfolder to organize related format files. This capability incorporates the existing List-
file structure, along with some specific differences described below.

As with other List files:

- each user can access one TOP file that lists all the sub-files [FormatList files] to be included
in their session.
each user can have a different TOP file if needed, and
each TOP file can reference some of the same or different sub-files.
each sub-file in the FormatLists folder can be referenced using the Relative Path syntax of
“Path:\filename”

NOTE: [Administrators should consider using one TOP file for all users, so that custom folders/file
names are modified consistently for all users.

The FormatList TOP file can be designated in the user’s INI settings file, in the [Options]
Section, in the setting “FormatListFile=" followed by the path-name of the file. If this
setting is left blank, the default TOP file for this feature is:

...\GoldVisionPro\Lists\COMMONLISTS\FormatLists\FormatLists TOP.Vzx_Lst.txt

The structure of the TOP file may include references to some standard items provided
by GoldVisionPro, as well as custom items defined for your system.

Example:

;DisplayTxt Xref_File

<R_TITLES> Path:\R_TITLES.txt
<R_DESIGNATIONS> Path:\R_DESIGNATIONS.txt
<R_CO_CORP_INC> Path:\R_CO_CORP_INC.txt
<R_LLC_LLP_LTD> Path:\R_LLC_LLP_LTD.txt
;User Lists

<F 01> Path:\User_Format_F_01.txt
<F 02> Path:\User_Format_F_02.txt
<F 03> Path:\User_Format_F_03.txt

NOTE: The DisplayTxt entry can be any appropriate value, but MUST be enclosed inside <> ,
as these are indexed values and this is how they are identified in the folder and file name
definitions. In this example we have used <F_nn> just for simplicity in referencing the custom
formats within the Custom Folder and File Name syntax. There is no specified limit as to the
number of entries.
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NOTE: Each format file, in addition to its specific format entries, can also reference any of the
other files listed in the TOP file, to enable using the formats in a variety of circumstances. An
example of this is shown in the “User_Format_F_01.txt" file.

The standard format files already included are as follows:

R_TITLES.txt This format removes items such as “Mr.,Mrs.,Ms.,Dr.,Jr.,Sr., 111111V etc.
R_DESIGNATIONS.txt This format removes items such as “PhD.,MD.,DDS.,JD.CPA.,CFP” etc.
R_CO_CORP_INC.txt This format removes items such as “Company,Co.,Corp.,Inc.” etc.

R LLC LLP_LTD.txt  This format removes items such as “Limited Liability Corp.,LLC,LLP", etc.

NOTE: Additional entries can be added to any of these files as appropriate for your needs.

Each format file consists of a list of “instructions” for processing each field value. The
most common instruction is the “REPLACE” function, where a specific value is

identified, and replaced with either another value, or a blank value [= removed]. This
can be repeated numerous times to accommodate all the items that need to be found.

The items that can be used in a format file are:

;Format Entry DefVal [required header items]

U_CASE [convert the value to UPPER CASE]

R_INITIALS [remove all initials in the value]

V_FORMAT  XxxX [number or date format (see Intelli-Entry Format list)]
NOT_BLANK VX_CANCEL [blank value not allowed, + cancel process if blank]
MIN_CHRS # VX_PROMPT [value must be at least # of characters or prompt user]
MAX_CHRS # VX_PROMPT [value must be no more than # of characters or prompt user]
LEN_CHRS # VX_PROMPT [value must be this # of characters or prompt user]

V_LEFT # [use this # of characters, starting from the left]

V_RIGHT # [use this # of characters, starting from the right]

REPLACE findtxt replacetxt [replace findtext with replacetxt (or blank for remove)]

<format-name> [process another file from the TOP file (e.g., <R_TITLES>)]

NOTE: VX _CANCEL and VX_PROMPT can be used in any entry to cancel or suspend processing.

NOTE: DisplayTxt, used in all other List files, is NOT used in a format file.
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Working With The License Manager

Renewing the Activation

As of v6.7.0, Activation renewal can be completed through an Internet-connection to the
GoldVision Activation system. GoldVision Software Corp. automatically e-mails renewal
invoices to customers as their Activation expiration date approaches. After payment is
received, GoldVision Software updates the Activation in its online system and notifies
the customer with an e-mail advising that the new Activation is available.

As of v6.7.2, online Activation can be accomplished in several ways, as follows:

1. Within the Vzx License Manager program:  [Only Master Users can access]

a. Start the VzxLicManager.exe program either from the GoldVisionPro
Master Control Panel menu, [Program Settings | Vzx License Manager] or
directly from the ...\GoldVisionPro\v6\ folder. NOTE: The menu is only
visible to Users with master-level GoldMine UserIDs.

Logon with a master-level GoldMine UserID and Password.

Go to the menu item “Activation” and select “Online Activation”.

In the window that appears, select the button “Online Activation”

When the connection has completed, select the “Cancel” button to exit.

2. From the GoldVisionPro Master Control Panel [MCP]. [Any User can access]
a. While logged into the GoldVisionPro Master Control Panel, select the
menu item, “About GoldVisionPro”.
b. In the window that appears, select the button “Update Activation”.
c. When the connection has completed, select the “OK” button to exit.

3. Automatically, when available in the renewal month.  [Any User can access]
This feature is set in the User’s settings. When selected, whenever
GoldVisionPro is started for this user, beginning in the last month of their current
Activation, the program automatically checks the GoldVision online system for
the Activation renewal. After GoldVision Software updates the Activation in its
online system, the next time the User starts GoldVisionPro and this check is
performed, their Activation is automatically updated on their system for everyone.

a. While logged into the GoldVisionPro Master Control Panel, select the
menu item “Preferences | User Settings”.

Select the User Settings tab.

Select the Processing tab.

Check the box for “AutoRun Update Activation”.

Select the OK button.

Starting the Vzx License Manager without searching for Network
Machines

As of v6.7.2, the Vzx License Manager can be started without searching for all the
machine names available on the network. This is useful to reduce startup time when
there are a large number of machines and the purpose of accessing the License
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Manager does not involve any changes to the machine settings. The search for all the
machine names can be bypassed by starting the Vzx License Manager from the v6
folder in the Windows Run window with a bypass “switch” as follows:

“...\GoldVisionPro\V6\VzxLicManager.exe /bypass_machines”

Concurrent-User Activations

When a concurrent-user Activation has been purchased, it is not necessary to assign
specific Users and Machines in the Authorized Users and Authorized Machines Lists in
the Vzx License Manager. GoldVisionPro will automatically allocate any available seat
to any user/machine that is starting the program. The Concurrent User Activation
significantly broadens the availability of GoldVisionPro throughout an organization.

See the GoldVisionPro Installation Manual for setup of Authorized Users and Authorized
Machines for Stated-User Activations.

Designating Machines

Machine names need to be designated/configured in two areas of the License Manager
in order for GoldVisionPro to operate properly: “Authorized Machines” and “Server
Name”.

In the menu item “Tools | Edit Authorized Machines”, the System Administrator can
select the machines that are authorized to use GoldVisionPro according to the number
of available seats in the GoldVisionPro license. [This only applies to a Stated-User
Activation; it is not necessary with a Concurrent-User Activation.]

NOTE: If an existing machine-name does not appear in the list of available machines, the name
can be added by accessing the menu item “File | Add Machine Name”, and entering the name.

Also, the name of the machine where the GoldVisionPro VzxService is running needs to
be identified in the menu item “Server | Server Settings”, in the “Vzx Server Name” box.
The available machine-names can be scrolled in this box.

NOTE: If an existing machine-name does not appear in the list of available machines, the name
can be added by accessing the menu item “File | Add Server Name”, and entering the name.
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
